An old teacher has banded us a letter
recently received from Mr. Rainey, of
the State Board of Education, from
which we make the following extracts:

* You say you can’t find any ohange io
theschool law, This is s0: no change was
made by the last leyinlaturs, though it
has becn so reported all over the state,
A new lsw passed both houses of the
logislsture amending the school law.
It was a house bill amended in the sen-
ateand was retursed to the house om
the last duy of the session, and eounld
pot be taken up, whioh required a #us-
pension of the rules by s two thirds
vote o do, and thua the bill was de
feated, and no chavge was made iu the
school law.

The summer normal sohools are es-
tablished and sustained by an arrange-
ment between the state rd of edu.
cation and the agents of the Peabody
fund. Seven will be established, and at
the following places, to-wit: Udines-
ville and Waxzshachio in north Toxas;
Tyler nud Urange in esst Texns ; Balado
in middle Texas; and at Ban Mareosin
wost Texas for tae whites; and st Prai-
rie View in south Texas for the evlored
teachems.

The timo set to begin tha summer
normal schools is the firet Moodsy in
July and they will continue in session
six weeks Col. H. has prooured the
ablest experts or professiona] normal
school teachers in the west to run the
schools. They are solely for the benefit
ol our teschers, snd the beat and most
improved methods of tesching will be
taught and by the ablestand most ox-

avery lescher to come that you ean
They will improve the teschers, and
consequently our schools, and will also
bo of coasiderable bonefit to your town
and section.”
