Glucose Honey.

Bees eat glucose with the greatest
avidity, or, rather, they act as funnels

by which the glucose is poured into the
comb. For it is true that honey made
by bees which have free access to glu-

cose differs scarcely at all from the glu-

cose itself. Bit the quantity of honey
which a bee will store away whentfed on
glucose is trnely wonderful. This glut-

tony, however, rapidly underminos the
apiarian constitution, and the bee rarely
lives to enjoy to fruits of its apparent
good fortune. In commercial honey,
which is entirely free from bee media-

tion, the comb is made of paraffin e and
filled with pure glucose by appropriate
machinery. This honey, for whiteness
and beauty, rivals the celebrated real
white-clov- er boney of Vermont, but can
be sold at an immense profit atone-hal- f

(he price.

IN BAD COMPACT.

Mr. Allen Palmer, a eitiien of Clay
county, went through the war, under
Quantrel, enlisting at the age of thir-

teen, surrendering with the remnant
of his command, ten in number, at
Samuel's Depot, in Kentucky. Palmer,
then seventeen years old, went to St
Louis and entered a commercial col-

lege. After a short session he beoame
a member of the firm of Shawhan &

Co., of that city. During the year of
1867 the bank of Richmond, Mo.,-- was

robbed, and soon after Palmer was ar-

rested as a party implicated. At his
examination a number of prominent
business men of St Louis came for-

ward and proved his daly presence on
'change for a period covering the time
of the robbery mentioned, and he was

turned loose, .; He' subsequently be-- 0

jme a,book keeper for I. O." Greer &

Co., with whom he remained two years.
In 1870 he married his former school
and playmate, Miss Susan L. James, of
Clay oounty, Mo., a sister of the well
known Frank and Jesse James. Dur-

ing the following year Palmer and his
wife moved to Texas,1 and settled at
Sherman. .. He afterwards learned that
while there he was under the constant
surveillance of detectives. Mr. Pal-

mer came to Clay county with bis fami-

ly in 1876, , and settled U the J Big
Wichita, where hi now lives. ''

The train robbery at Olendale, Mo.,

occurred on the 8th of September, ,1879.

Palmer was arrested at his home on the
2d of November, on a warrant returna-

ble to the the district court at Sher-

man, whence he was taken and put in
jail, charged with being concerned in
the above mentioned robbery. He
sued out a writ of habeas corpus, and
proved by fifteen citizens of "Clay
county that on the day of the robjbery
he was in the field raking hay, and on

the next day was in Henrieta. In the
meantime a requisition of the gover-

nor of Missouri, approved by Gov.

Roberts, had arrived, andJie was taken
off to Kansas City and thrown into pris-

on; There he remained nine weeks.

The grand jury at itS meeting failed to
find a bill against him. ' Before he had

left his prison, however, he was rear
rested by the United States authorites
on a charge of obstructing the mails,

and kept in jail six days longer.' He

was released on examination before a

United States commissioner on the
United States attorney's statement
that there was no evidence against him.

Returning to Texas, he found his ex-

penses had nearly eaten up his small

fortune. He was forced to sell his cat-

tle and rely on his farm for a liveli-

hood. The crop failure of 1880-8- 1

induced him to seek work oa the ex
tension of the Missouri Pacific railroad,
below Fort Worth, where he was wort
ing at the ime of the Winston train
robbery in northwest Missouri. This

took place on the 15 of July of the
pressentyear, On the 19th Palmer
was arrested at his work and taken to
Clebnrne and thrown into jail. The
next day he was liberated on a writ of
habeas corpus proving by the contrac
tors that he had not been absent a
day from work in the last two months.
The detectives were once again foiled
of their prey, put left with threats of ob-

taining a requisition and carrying him
back to Missouri.

Mr. Palmer is a quiet, law-abidi-

citizen of this county, holding the es-

teem of his neighbors, and the respect
of all who know him.

. Cotton Seed, .

It is even within the memory of com
paratively young men that cotton seed
was considered a great nuisance to the
Southern planter, andhe was sorely
puzzled at times how to get rid of it,
Finally it occurreU to a few that it
might bo used as a fertilizer. ; Slowly
finding it beneficial to increase the
growth of various crops, it was then
thought by one here and there that it
might be s nutritions food for animals,
and especially swine. Being allowed to
come to the heaps of seed and eat what
they pleased of it, with more or less
lint attached, it often proved their
death. After this they cleaned the lint
from the seed, boiled it, and feeding a
moderate quantity at a time, it was
found highly nutritious and a perfectly
sate rood. JNext came decorticating the
feed, grindiug and pressing the oil
from the meal, which made it still more
valuable and economical than the whole
seed for the food of all domestic ani
mals. The oil was reserved for refining,
and is now used for various other oils,
such as the olive, castor, etc. Nor is
this all, for the manufacturers of oleo
margenne, taking the hint, are now
turning out from it what they brand as
"gilt-edge- " butter ! What may be pro-
duced from it hereafter may be hard to
tell, but we should not be surprised if,
in the course of time, the seed of cot-
ton might approach that of flax. When
it comes to this millions of dollars will
be added to the sum of Southern ex
ports. .
