He also leaves pigeons among
his more distant patients so that upon
oocasion arising he can be at once
summoned.

Tropleal Fruits.
Mangoes from Jamaica are among
the most delicions of these rare fruits.
They are pearshaped, with =& thick,

colored pulp. A large pit like a peach-
stone takes up half the froit, and con-
tains & bitter kernél. The specimens
of this fruit are said, by those who
have eaten it in South America and
Jamaica, to be excellent, It is neces-
sary to pick the mango when it is ripe,
a8 those that ripen alter theyare picked
are devoid of flavor and worthless. It
is conseqnently a perishdble cargo, and
full tweuty per cent. of those bronght
to this country spoil befora they reach
the country. The sweet mango is the
species nnusnally seen here. Thereis
a slightly acid kind sometimes sold,
which is very pleasant to the taste.
Fresh mangoes are worth from fifty
cents to one dollar a dozen.

The sweet mangoes put np at Bom-
bay are a fumous East Indian chutney,
and u popular accompaniment of cur-
ries in England. Though seldom nsed
in this sountry, they may be bought
for $1.50 a bottle. They shonld not
be confounded with pickled musk mel-
ons, which are ealled mangoes by New
England house-keepers.
