Garfield’s Alleged Remerse,

A correspondent of the New Orleans Times.
Democrat writes: A comes W
me from the death-bed of the late President
Garfield. It is to the effect that while yet
in Lis full senses, but convinoed that be
could not recover, he expressed not only re.
gret but deep contrition for the part which
ho bl borne in depriving Prasident Tilden
of the ofice to which he was elected in 1876,
It will be remembered that Mr, Garfield was
one of the ** visiting statesmen " who thrusi
themselves into the canvass of the vote of
Louisiann in that year, bringing ont *‘evi.
dence " of *‘buldozing ¥ in some of the ry.
ral parishes, and in that of the old
colored woman whom Mr. Garfleld examined,
“not," ho said, *'as & judge, but asa lawyer.”

It is now related that, feeling that he
conld not recover, that his death must take
place in o fow days, he talked with his at-
tendants about his public career as well ax
his personal affairs. It is said, onauthority
that T have no reason to doubt, that he
showed himself sincerely penitent for the
part which he took in the great fraud of
1876. He regarded that ns the one great
stain upon his public carcer, and he made
some reference to documents which he
felt sure would serve to mitigate the judg.
ment of posterity upon him. He expressed
the greatest apprehension that at no distant
period an avenging Nemesis would visit
upon hig party and friends a terribl ) revenge
for that wrong. Those who listened to him
wore his personal and politieal friends:
they regarded the words aud emotions of
Garfield dne to the effect of physical wealk.
ness and long suifering, and agreed to be
gilant regarding them.
