The Comanche was the largest nnd prin-

cipal tribe in Texas ; there were hoiiio other
tribes in northeastern Texas, who were
probably expellod from the United States, or
left voluntarily, to hunt hotter hunting
grounds. Besides the Comanchos, we

had in western Texas two friendly tribe
the Lipaus and Toukaways. Tbe men of
these latter small tribes served as npios for
the Texans in pursuit of the wild Indians,
and aided iu attacks, while their squaws and
children perhaps picked cotton for the
phintors, to bo fnrnisiie.1 in beef, powder,
and tobacco, by tho latter. Tho .warrior is

too proud to condescend to work.; their
women have to pitch tents, dross h'idcB, in
fact do all the manual labor such as they
need.

Tho Comauclio is not the daring Indian
of tho North. I do not know an iustauco
where they attacked a house or party of
men equal to their forces. Stealthily they
would surprise a ftinlo party, or one

weaker.
I remember only ouo instance, iu tho sum-

mer of 181-0- , when a large party of Coruau-che- s

attacked aud sacked the littlo village
of Liunvillo, near Port Lavaca. They
robbed tho inhabitants of such goods as

they wanted and gained without a light, and
took a whito la ly prisoner. The alarm of
this bold attack soon spread. Osn'l. Ed.
Burleson,' after short notice, gathered to-

gether a few volunteers from Bastrop, Gon-

zales and Guadalupe counties ; they over-

took the Indians between present Lockhart
aud Prairie Lea, aud in a ruuning fight de-

feated them and rescued the whito woman ;

but in revenge, seeing they could not secure
her. one of them bhot her iu tbo broast; she
recovered, but mist havo suffered terribly
from tha wouud. This light is known in
history as 'the Plum Creek fight.' The Com-
