The Texas Cotton Crop.
News. Ana.

There is reason longer to
whatever, that the growing cotton
crop of Texas, compared with last year,
will be very short. What this short
age will amount to is variously estinia
ted. iA month or weeks ago the
prospect was never more flattering for
a full yield, the drouth which has
lasted for such a length of time has
almost ruined the crop in a wide dis
trict of the State. On upper tier
oi counties m xsorui JNexas, and m
some sections on the river bottoms in
the coast district, the crop still prom

an abundant yield, but, let these
favored sections do ever so well, the
outturn of the vears 1883-8- 1 will be
largely under that of the preceding
year, which the greatest crop ever
produced in an American State. It is
reported to be a dilhcult matter to
convince persons at a distance inter
ested in the cotton trade that the cot-
ton crop in this State is just what it-is- .

Perhaps persons at a distance have
had in former years to receive
with caution reports from
the producing districts. Be this as it
