Reminlscences of a Texns Veterans-The
Santa Fe Expedition, ete,

. On the 17th of October, 1841, after
o fow days rest given to the men un-
der General MeLeod, and during that
time 150 men being hnddled up in a
room, only getting ono loaf of light
bread for a whole day's ration, after
as beforo stated, proviously to that
we bad to live for near two months
on the poor ration of 1} pounds
of our poor beef of worn down work-
oxen, and no bread or coffee, we were
ill prepared to resume a long march
of about two thousaiid miles to the
City of Mexico. We left San Miguel
while a guard of about two hundred
mon, mounted upon horses, mules
and asses, and miserably armed with
bows and arrows, lances, or worthless
muskets, rode upon either side of us,
in single file a8 we trudged along on

foot. The day on which we started|

was warm and showery. About sun-
down, footsore and completeiy ex

hausted after o march of thirty miles,
[here I will state that on the whole
march through Moxico we started
about sunrise, marching till near sun-
down without & noon’s rest or a din-
ner, or any repast], wo reached the
old ruin of the Pecos, in former times
n mission and fortress; but nmow un-
inhabitable, and crumbling to decay.
Salezar drove us into an enclosure
amid the ruins not fit even for brutes,
and without giving us & morsel of
food. Towards the evening of that
first day's journey, Isuffored terribly
from colic pains, causing me to bend
and twist ; it was probably eaused by
enting n very dry hard biscnit given
me by one of the guards which swell-
ed in my stomach; I fell in the rear,
and n Mexican told me if T did not
keep-up with the command I should
be shot down. I thoughthe didthat
to frighten me, who was but a lad,
but it was not more than two wecks
afterwards ere I realized the truth of
tho cruel butchery of men too weak
to travel fast enough.

Immediatoly to the north of Pecos,
and within a few miles, rose o lefty
mountain whose summit Wwas now
covered with snow. On the other
gide of this mountain ot its base, we
learned was Santa Fe, o tows toward
which we had traveled for months,
but which we were not destined fo
gec. We prisoners were stripped of
our coats, we had on only pnuts and
shirts, Armijo robbed us of our wool-
en blankets, and in plaee gave 'us &
& poor half wool half cotton Mexican
blanket. Now if the reader remem-
bers that our journey eommenced
af ter the middle of October, that
Santa Fe is about 36§ north latitude
and ina high altitude, any one ean
imagine how with our seant outfit we
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our men bled at their feet, for their
only pairs of shoes which they start-
ed with were in many instances near-
ly worn out.

We were driven one by one into a
yard and there enonmped for the
night.  Salezar, after satisfying him-
self that nono gf us wero missing,

soconds of flour and no salt with it.
Ho lot us have & few tin pans which
he had taken from our camps and
gavo us some iron spoons ; & moss of
six or eight would use a pan, and out
of their ration make a gruel, when
ocaten up, tho pans were passed to an:
other mess to repeat the procedure,
for he only supplied us with fifteen
pans for 160 men ! This brate; Cap-
tain Salozar, was even more cruel
than his master, Governor Armijo,
for the latter turned over td the Cap-
fain the workoxen we had left to
feed ua on, on our journey, but Sale-
zar fod us only twice on our route to
to El Paso on an ox, the balance he
gold and pocketed-the monoy.

A fonce which enclosed our pen
here, purtinlly protected us from the
biting north wind. Towards morning
however, the norther changod to such
a degree of coldness, that it was im-
possible to sleep any longer, it was
80 cold that the frost could plainly be
seen our thin blankets, so that when
next morning the order was given to
march, we were rejoiced, for the ex-
arciso would warm our benumbed
limbs,

WASHINGTON LETTER.

\Prom Our Regular Correspondent,]
WasmNarow, May, 12, 1884,
The most notable affair of the week
was the “great congress of dootors,
numbering twelve hundred and forty
delegates from all parts of tho Union.
They came here for theannual acegion
of the American Medical associntion,
to talk sanitary science, but they
have managed to combine much plea-
gure andbusiness. The doctors have
been shown favor by the President,
who gave o brilli mt reception to them
at which there were about three
thousand guests. Not only were the
entire suite of state apartments on
the first floor thrown open and brilli-
antly lighted, but the private rooms,
including the President's own cham-
ber on the second floor, were opened
to Lhe visitors and the corridors and
exooutive offices ns well This was
an inner glimpse of the white House
not to be expected, and it was much
apprecisted by the visitors. The
Bast Room was as elaborately decora-
tely with tropical plants and cuf
flowers a8 on any previous occasion
in thosenson's gayety. Many officials
were informally invited to meet the
knights of Esculapius. The Presi
dent wns assisted by the membors of
tho Cabinet. In addition to the
President’s Reception, there have
been numerous dinners, suppers, and
other entertainments extended them
by private individuals.

I witnessed rather a novel affair in
the presentation of the BSismose
Bmbassy to the President. The
Imbassy consists of his Royal High-
noes Kron Nun Nares Tarariddi (the
envoy) who is half brother to the
king of Biam, Major Yrag, Prince
Sonapandit, Nai Tuan, Mr. Wyke and
Mr. Loftus. They came from the
Department of State, snd were
