As wo stated in an editorial last week, we
rogard the saloon business as rulnous to the
salocn keepor as well as to hin patrons, snd
henos feel that it woald be doing even bl
the best pousiblo service to induoe, aud even
If necossary compel him to abandon it
We kuow that it is popularly considered &
vory easy and money-making business, and
sometimes is wo for a while; yet we hold
that, if long porned, it most resalt in
grief, ruin, and despalr to thoso who en-
goge in it, as well i to their vietims,

Right here in Ban Marcos wo have a very
striking illostration. Not much over a year
80, a new saloon was opened on our square.
It managers were soclyl, plausible men,
baving interesting families, and upon the
whole making » favorable impression.
They were experts in their line, and fitted
up their establishment in a more attractive
style than had been formerly kunown here.
Their bar was supplied with the choicest
liguors, and their saloon with billiard tables
and other gaming appliances. It was bril.
linntly lighted up at night, and becamo a
very popular place of resort, and of course
the owners began to “‘mke in" piles of mon.
ey. Everything to them, no doubt, looked
lovely.

But the natural and (if long continued),
inevitable results of the business suddenly
cropped out by the murder of one their cus
tomers by one of the proprietors of the
saloon—the result of strong dirink and o
consequent quarrel over the gaming table.
Of conrse there was a sudden collapse of
of this fair show of prosperity. Two fami-
lios were plunged into the abyss of grief—
the slayer has lain in jail ever since—his
partner found bat few of their old custom.
ers willing to return to the scens of the
bloody tragedy, sold out and left the place
~and the end is not yet,

Thus the way which seemed to lead to
abundant wealth, easily obtained, has come
to an end 10 the ways of disnster, humilia-
tion and death. What thinking, right
minded person would wish to follow such a
business, or help sustain it ?

But this dreadful end has been over-ruled
for good—it has roused our people as never
before to the results of the saloon business.
God grant that it may nerve them to come
out on Baturday next and give a final qui-
etus to this hydra-hended monster of evil, in
our community !
