In such eases the openings are guard-
ed, and fo ail intents and purposes
[fences still exist. The total amount
of land that hias been appropriated in
this way is between one and two mil-
lion weres,

A very common way of stealing
the public lands is for some man to
huntout n good water-hole or stream,
and to loeate his promption elaim
so ns to take this in. He can fence
 this, and then he practically has all
[ thiat juins it for many miles around,
{for the land in much of the Western
[territory is worthless except where
[ there 18 waler .

The men who have done [his illegal
fencing in of the publie domain, hive
Laside to their story which they try to
tell with great foreo. They olaim
that the iand is worthless except for
the purposes of grozing, and that
they, iy taking possession of it, and
vearing large herds of enttle, are ad-
[ding to the wenlth of the country, do-
ing something for themsalves and for
[the poople at large. It is a pity for
[ them that the department here does
(not aceept this fallacions reasoning,
but holds that the honest settler is
deiven away by the fences, and that
'they must all be removed.

The
value that ealtivation adds is a value
of improvement, which will be ex-
emptad. He wounld aseertain the valua
of lind by its selling price; he wonld
tax that valno which is created by the
arowth of the commuonity — not that
ereated by individunl effort. He suys;
“Laud has no value on sccount of
improvements made apon if, or on ne-
count of its natural capnbilities. Tt
is as population increnses and society
develops, that Innd values nppear,
and they rise in proportion to the
growth of population and social de-
velopment. * * * Where a set-
tlor takes up o quarkor-section on a
wostern praivie and improves it his
land hns no value so long a8 other
lnnd of the same quality can ba had
for nothing.  The value he creates is

Ho says, “Though in form a tax,
this wonld bo in reulity n rent; not s
taking from the people, but & collect-

In shork, I;Elll- p-
erly which is the resnlt of man's ex-
erbion, But I hold that land is not
the rightful property of any individ-
ual * * * To me it seems elear,
a6 our Declaration of Indépendence
asserts, thut all men  are endowed by
their Creator with cartain inalienable
vights; and that the fieat of these
rights—that which in faet involves ol
the rest, and withont which none o
the others can be exercised — is the
equal right to land. -

In the complex civilization we linve
now atteined, it would be impossible
to secure equality by giving to each a
seperate piece of land, or to maintain
that equality, even if onco sécured ;
but by treating all lands ns the prop-
erty of the whole people, we wuﬂl
make the whole poople the landlords
snd the individonl users the tenants
of all, thus securing to eabh his
vight. * * *  With theland made
the property of the whole people, all
aoeinl Jn-ogrm would be w progress
toward equality.” Noting the tend-
ency of land reng to increase with the
progresd of civilization, while wages
and interest docrense, he says; “Such
n great faob besponks mome orestive
intent, and what that intent may be,
it seems to mo we ean sce, whon we
roflect that if this value, thevalue ere-
ntod not by individuals, but by the
whole comamaunity, were appropristed
to the common benefit, the progress

The couort
held, howevar. that the privilege ex-
tends only to final procesdings, and
not to preliminary or ex-parie inves-
tigations. If this extraordinary gon-
struction of the law were oxtended to
all the states in the Union, newspa-
pers would be compelied to suspend
publication, or to deprive their rend-
ers of all the news of a eritvinal char-
uoter or of official corraption.
