people as can be found any where, I regrot-
ting that it wonld not promote the interest
of many of them to go likewise and settle
thero with me, This, however, I eould not
expeat, becauso they do not know San Mar-
ook and country around it, as 1 do from
having lived thero about 18 yoars, and be-
canso they nre settled bero, nod are engagod
in the differant pursnits of life, in a part of
Texas, which, in my judgement, is soon to
become the equal of the vary best parts of
the state now better devoloped.
