Railroad Mcetlnir.

We eopy from the Cresset the main por.
tion of tbe proceedings of a meeting on last
Thursday to oonsult as to the proper aotion

to be taken with reference to the proposed
railroad from Luliug to thia place. The
building of said road ia certainly very im-

portant to our town and vicinity, and we

oertaluly hope the action taken may even-tuat- e

iu that result:
Mayor Glesun stated the substauc of the

conversation be bad with Huntington re-

garding the matter aud urged that he b
met iu a liberal spirit by the people of Sau
Marcos.

Judge Wood graphically desorlbed the
advantages that would accrue-t- the com-

munity from tho completion' of the road.
He instanced the almost magio growth of
Fort Worth from a ragged village in 1870 to
a proud city of 25,000 inhabitants y as
a result of railroad enterprise, and the
wonderful building of Dallas was at
tributable to tbe same cause. Atlanta, in a
rocky country, had become the graudest
city of the South by reason of her large
number of railroads with accompanying en
terprises. San Marcos, ou accouut of fer-

tility and beauty of surroumliug country
aud excellent wator power, was one of the
most admirably located towns of the Lou e
Star State, but natural advantages must be
supplemented by energy aud publie spirit
to give it its proper place in the sisterhood
of cities. The spoaker was of opiuiou that
the completion of the road would double the
population of the town in less than three
years. Mr. Giosen thought the railroad
would turn almost the entire upper Guada-
lupe Valley trade to San Marcos. Mr.
Hutchins was of opinion the now road
would give San Marcos such promiuence As

would attract trade from its entire length.
Upon motion the chairman was instructed

to appoint a committee of Ave to oorrespoud
with Huntington with reference to the pro-

posed road and ascertain what assistauco he
would ask to build the road. - The following
committee was appointed: W. D. Wood,
Wm. Giosen, Ed J. L. Green, Geo. T.

and E. P. Kayuolda. The chair-mau- 's

name was added to the committee.
It was the opinion of nil speakers that the
right of . way and depot grounds could be
promised if Huntington shouid agree to
build the road at ouce.

The meeting adjourned Bubject to call of
the chttiiuinu.
