Our oitizens are ever ready to make In-

vestments in any enterprise that will return
railroads and factoriesa per oent While

prove profitable investments, yet the best

Investment that can be mode to perpetuate

the prosperity of San Maroos is suitable

and attractive house for the use of the pub-

lio school. There ia now ft pressing neces-

sity for the erection of ft bouse large enough

to acoommodate the present enrolment in

ordor that each child In tbiaoommunity may

reoeiye the benefit of the publio sohool

fund. The sacrifloe to be made for this

purpose is the best investment that our oit-ce-

can make. In addition to the return
indireotly of the dollars and dimes paid out
the investment in eduoatlonal facilities not

only widely advertises the town but leads to

economy of government, the lessening of

crime, the creation of new industries, de-

crease in taxation, and enables the rising

generation to properly understand the
rights and duties of oitizenshlp. All of

which appeal to the highost sontiinenU of

those who desire to ameliorate the condi-

tion of mankind,

Publio eduoation is not ft charity, but it is

a duty whioh this intelligent community

owes to its ohildren whom it can not afford

to permit to remain in ignorance.

Let us view the question from a business

point, Ths National aid will increase our

school fund to about $5,000, provided a

liberal spirit has been manifested by this

ooramunity. It will then be a wise business

transaction to make that amount of money

or any other amount do the most good.

With all the children looatel in one build-iu-g

containing large airy rooms, there will

be an eoonomy of fuel, as one furnaee will

suffice; eoonomy in the bettor arrangement

of the different grades whioh require the

nicest adjustment in order to work with

harmony and efficiency ; eoonomy in that

distribution of labor which characterizes

the graded sohool system; eoonomy in reg-

ularity of attondanoe and greater enrollment

of pupils.
This city in the year 1885 voted to take

oharge of its publio sohools. There is no

law by which that act can be reoonsidered.

Having done so much in the way of voting

and talking, shall we now sit idly by when

the growth of the publio school system has

exceeded our first expectations and demands

our serious consideration and prompt action?

The future progress aud welfare of San

Marcos demands that the highest eduoa-tion- al

advantages be promptly provided for

the children.
It has been said that ample school room

is already provided. That is a fact if we

permit ohildren to be crowded like cattle

for shipment The Coronal Institute can

seat 250 pupils in a crowded oondition. The

publio school building 150; total, 400. The

scuolostio enrollment is 500 children be-

tween the aees of 8 aud 16. Those under

and over age attending school 100. Trans

fers 130.

The publio school buildings should be

condemned, as they are in no respect adapt-

ed to the wants of a graded school system.

They are neither well arranged nor com

fortable, and being situated on the extreme

edge of the town, are accessible only over

bad sidewalks. One house is an old wood-

en structure whioh having been wrecked by

the hurricane of '86, the probabilities of a

serious casualty are imminent.
The many inconvenienovs have their ef

fect upon the attendance, discipline and

general efficiency of the school.
We are ever ready to find fault with the

general oondition and progress of the

school, with the teachers, with the trustees,

with the management but we take no steps

to place teachers and children in substan-

tial buildine well equipped with all modern

improvements. The trustees may employ

experienced teachers, but in order to suc-

ceed, to give satisfactory results, the school

should be subjeot to no conditions of insta
bility. Neither teacher nor pupil can ac

complish the highest good amid uncomfort-

able surroundings. If we demand the

highest results we must make all conditions

favorable.
