the oontititnt ion. It is soldom that
tho various bodies to bo consulted
nro in agreement, and tho action of

any ono of thorn Is sufficient to nulli-

fy that of tho othors. If, therefore
tho pooplo roquirod come groat con-

stitutional chango, it would tako

much moro timo and bo much moro

difficult to accomplish in the United
Statos than in England.

Mombors of congroBS not only

a salary, but aro allowod trav-

oling cxpoosos and a givon Bum for

stationery, nnd on election thoir seat
in tho hoaso is socuro, bowovor thoy

may afterward cbooso to support or
oppose any moasuro brought forward

for logiBlation.

Members of parliament do not
ono ponny, oithor as salary, ox

ponBca, or allowances of any kind;

tbey pay their espcnBCS from thoir

privato purao; tho honor of sorving

tho country and the approval of thoir

conntituonts boing considerod by

them an adoquato roturn for their
sorvices. In tho cyont of a constitu-

ency electing a m in pocuniarily una-

ble to taka bis Boat (as labor mombers)

thon thoir supporters in tho district
provido arnplo funds to meet all

and pay ench member a liberal

sum for bis ecrvicos, aa instance

Mossrs. Broadburst nnd CowIob.

Cabinet oflicors and those olootod to

official positions only receivo any

salary or expenses from tho public

tmrso.
Should a member of parliament

voto ft gainst tho lino of policy ho has

boon oloctod upon to support, it bo

omas bis immcdiato duly to nppoar

baforo bis constituency and explain

tho grounds for so doing; if unable

to appear personally ho must pnblish
bis explanation in tho loading papers
of his district. If tho olootora os- -

pross thcmsolvos Bntisfiud, well and

good, but if a majority are opposed

to tho action, such member is

to resign. I do not remem-

ber a single instance where a momber

relainod his seat in opposition to n

majority of tho electors of a district.
It is most usivil for thorn to antici
pato tho wiiiheB of thoir doctors by

tondering thoir resignation.
Parliament is elected to serve for

a period of seven years, but should
Hhi nirtv in nower bo croat'.V out- -, i- - - -- -

voted on any of its mam lines of
policy (as Gladstone on tho Irish bill)
thoy tondor thoir resignation to tho
sovereign, who thon requests the op-

position to form a ministry. If thoso
decline then nn npponl is mado to
the country and a general election
follow.;, so that parliament may not
run more than six months, or any
indefinite poriod up to the limit of
seven year?.

The Chlcasfo Platform.
Tho Ropublie.-inlplatfoiM- is a cred-itabl- o

pioco of literary workmanship,
bnt has little else to commend it to
tho favor of the country. It abounds
in glittering generalities, well wordod
eutch phrases und higli-soundin- g but
meaningless platitudes; it is tincan-did- ,

disingenuous, hypocritical and
dishonest iu its treatment of enrront
political questions, nnd from first to
last is an uppoal to ignorance, passion
and prejudice, rather than to the in-

telligence, good eeuao and patriotism
of the people.

Upon thj supremo issue of tho
hour the revenue question it is a
studied attempt to confuso and bo-fo- g

the public mind. The Demo-

cratic demand for tho repeal of un-

necessary and burdensome taxes is
falsely represented as a movement for
freo trade, and in lieu of the policy
of tariff reform proclaimed by tho
Democratic party, a programmo is
presented which embracos tho ropoal
of the iuternal tax on tobacco, and
the abolition of tho cutiro revenuo
systoin, if nocossary, to save tho 47

per cent, tariff.
This is the feast to which the

party invites the tax-paye-

of tho country. Choap whisky and
tobacco, dear clothing nnd food and
shelter, tho indefinite perpetuation of
war taxos in time of peace, for the
benefit, not of tho public treasury,
but of monopoly; a continuation of
the monstrous system of liccnsod
spoliation which has brod millions of
p.inp.rs, fostered combinations nnd
trusts, oppressed agriculture, robbed
labor of its just rewards nnd driven
American shipping from tbo bigbj
sen? .
