One morning I had been very success-
ful at duck shooting, and when I tired
of the sport I proceeded to shoulder my
plece and secure my game for the home-
ward tramp of three or four miles,

As I lost sight of the shooting ground,
and began to enter the live oak groves
scattered here and there along the higher
ridges bordering the marshy edges of
the bay, I found myself suddenly envel-
oped in one of those dense mists which
sweep up at certain seasons from the
sea, like the ocean vapors of a Newport
summer afternoon.

As I had no special path, and was
traveling only by familinr landmarks,
now rendered indistinct by the hoary
haze, I was obliged to move more slow-
ly, and soon felt satisflied that I had
missed my way.
