MAKE SURROUNDINGS ATTRACTIVE,

The Money Valune of Ilural Improvements
Connldered.,

A recent number of Garden and Forest
contains o thoughtful essay on the notual
money to be made by improving country
roada and making village and farm sur-
roundings attractive. The writer says:
One of the strongest considerations In
favor of tho forests in moun-
tain reglons like that of New IHampshire
is that they offor lrrosistible Inducement
to people In the city who are looking for
summer resorts, Many peoplo have
como to consider a summer

among the hills as easential to their com-
fort ns a winter homo in the city, and
the growing practice among those who
cannot afford to support more than one
establishment of spending somo weeks
or months away from the conflnement
of clty life, makes It a matter of impor-
tanoe that provision shiould be mado for
thoss who find health and pleasure in
the woods and amid the scenery of wild
nature,

It would be hard to estimate the direct
pecuniary ndvantage which n state like
New Humpshire derlves from this tide
of summer travel which flows towards
her mountains all summer long. Evory
ono of these visltors, In some way or
other, helps the entire community upon
which he depends for a certain time cach
year for his pleasuro and subsistence;
and it would not be difficult to provothat
the nctial and progpective revenue de
rived from this source is so Important
that the valuo of the material produots
of tho forests of the state, even under the
wisest management, would be insignifl-
cant by comparison,

But It should not be forgotten that
there are thousands of people from the
cities who, instead of resorting to moun-
tain aml forest regions, or to tho shores
of the ocean, prefer to spend thelr sum-
mers In quiet country villages and furm
houses, course It Is quite a8 much to
thee interest of rural communities to
make their neighborhood attractive as it
is for the owners of sen oonst and moun-
tain land. It is truo that this should not
Le considered as the chief ronson for ef-
forts to improve the appearance and add
to the convenlence and comfort of coun-
try towus. Bocioties for rural improve
ment accomplish a goo:d worlk when they
brighten in any way what Is often the
dull side of country lifo,

Every attempt to Leautify the sur-
roundings of country homes ond mako
them attractivoe bringy its own reward in
the hoppler life of those who inhabit
theso homes.  But apart from this there
s a tunglble business advantage to be
galned by country villages when they
are mado specially attraotiva to city vis-
Itors; and this proflt acerues not to thy
village alone, but to all the surrounding
region, when tho furm houses nre open
to paying occupation and a market la
prosided for the products of the farm,
It happens {n thig way that to tho popu-
lation of o large district it is n natter of
actunl profit to have the nelghboring
villages nnd towns made attvactive,

The flest work in this direction is to
improve tho roads so that there Is some
plensure, or ot least some comfort, in
traveling abroad. A visilor who reaches
a villuge over a muddy and rough high-
way receives no guod impressian of It,
amd aa the road iaalso the last thing ae
well ng the first thing which attracta his
attention, bad roads are mnong the most
repellant and dispgreenblo features which
any conununity cau present.  Dut where
the roads ore smooth and hard, with
little dust and mud, and where good
footpuths abound, a strong Inducement
fs presented to those who love to pass
wieh timoe i the open air,

Of course this 13 but one feature of the
reform In any community, Shady
walks, roadsides clean and bordered with
shrubs, where this Is practicable; farm-
yarda free from unsightly objects, gar-
dens neatly planted and  kept—all these
things not ouly delight the eye, ns mani.
festations of beauty and order alwaye
do, but they suggest a clennliness and
propricty In all the detpils of life, and o
proper regurd for lhealth nnd comfort;
they give assurance of good drainage and
pure air, and all other conditiona which
make o sojourn in the country desirable
and beneficial,

Now, inasmuch aa all the inhabitanta of
a given district are interested in matiers
of this sort, combined nction is naturally
suggested. The influence of personal ex-
ample ls undoubtedly great, and many &
wan, by the proper ordering of his own
grounds, bas set a pattern which has
been followed by his neighbors until an
entlre community hns been regencraled.
But, after all, these matterscan be much
moro efliciently carried on if it Is done
in an orgnnized way. Many o town in
New Englund and In the middle states
has become prosperous because wealthy
men from distant cities have bought
lands near by, which have been trans-
formed into beautiful parks, stocked
with well brod cattle and horses.

All this was brought about beeauss in

the beginnlog there was unity of purpose
in the comwunity to make the town ol-
tractive, and transient guests were In-
duced to becomo permanent residents.
| Examples like this should be an encour-
and especially to vuch as have some na-
tural advantages. There will Le no abun-
