The House silver Lill has been re-
ported back favorably from the
finnnce committee to the Senate, and
offered ns a substitute, by Mr. Morril;-
for the Senate bill. It contains im-
portant amendments that materially
alter it in a direction unsatisfactory
to the free coinnge men. The pro-
vision making the certificntes legnl
tender is struek onl; nlso that making
cortificates redecmable in bullion at
the option of the secretary of the
treasniy; and the section providing
thal when the market price of silver
is $1.00 for 8714 graina of silver, it
sbinll be lawful to receive ballion for
coinage, and the purchase of bullion
bo suspended.  He was followed by
My, Evarle, who gave n very intereat-
ing review of the bietory of silver
legislation. He snid that in 1878
the two metals, gold ond silver were
on & parity, and had been gince 1808,
That to trade or lnw of nature bad
broken thnt parity, bnt that it had
been necomphshed by the “wit and
wigdom -of man.” That in 1875
Congress, while in a hypnotio condi-
tion, had passed the law demonetizing
silver, which eventually roduced it
