Trustees, otherwise they cannot

We invite special attention to the
following letter from Mr. Cooper in
answer to inquiries addressed him by
a oitizen of this place:

Averiy, Texas, Angust 1, 1800,

Dean Sin:—I have the honor to
to ncknowledge the receipt of yours
of 31st ult, in which you slate in
substanca tlnt it is the practice of
certain school communities in Hays
county, organized outside of the in-
dependent district of San Marcos, to
tranafor their children to n private
and denominational school locsted
within the limits of said indopendent
dintrict of San Marcos, that this
practice has been persisted in for
sevoral years, nnd yon ask my opin-
ion on this state of facts.

In reply you are advised thal such
trausfera ave illegal  II children are
transferved from rural districts to
the town of San Mareos, they wmust
be transferred to the public schonl
of anid town. Iftheyare transferred
to n school located within the limits
of snid town of San Marcos, such
school is a publie schiool, and it must
be under the control of the trnstecs
of the publie schools of the town of
San Marcos. The connty judge and
county treasurer will both be re-
spousible on their bonds for publie
school money paid ont thus illegally
to n private school loeated within
the town of San Marcos. The trus-
tees of the public schools in the town
of San Marcos sbould see to it that
this illegal transfer of publie school
funds to a private school located in
the town of San Marcos, is not re-
peated.

It wonld be sufficient reply to
make to tho decision of this supreme
co-ordinate branch of the Govern-
ment, as mere authority, to say that
no such law was before the oourt,
nor no such power of Congress as in
this bill which the court in these two
oasos then considerad. They neither
pronounced nor were ealled upon to
pronounce any such decision s to
to the exercise by Con of any
such power s in this bill, governing
electionn by the 'Foopla of their Re-
presentatives. The court was con-
sidering the aole question of penal-
ties enncted in the rtatute of 1871
aod the act amendatory thereof for
the violation of State regnlntions in
the matter of election of & member
of Congress. The coart sustained
such power in Congress prescribing
those penalties, and further decided
that such regulation by Congress
was absolute and exclosive in what-
ever modicum of such power exerted.

If this bo the law, then I sk
where is the authority in Congress
to muke any regulations co-ordinnto
and concurrent with that of the
States wherein the people cloose
their Representatives? To make or
alter regulations of these in such
elcotions by Congress under these
decisions, would require of Congress
to evercise its power not in any co-
ordinate or concurrent action with
the State, but exclusive. If con-
gress does not do this, then congress
does not by law cither make or
alter the rogulations proseribed
by the States.

This is the very vice of this bill.
It undertakes to preserve all the
machinery of the several States re-
gniating such elections, In the lang-
unge of the report upon this bill and
the speech of its nuthor, Mr. Lodge,
of Massachusetts, this bill attempts
to co-opernte with the States in the
matter of holding elections for mem:
bers of Congress. Snch power I ut-
terly deny, It is supported by no
anthority and violetes the essantial
prineiples of good government.

No sovereign ean exercise his right-
ful power concarrently with any
other magistracy. Confusion nnd
conflict would be inevitable. The
nuthor of this bill sees his delimmn
and secks to avoid so sbanrd and
dongerous a result by providing thal
the certificate of election by the re-
tnrning board created Ly this bill
shiall have precedence over thut issned
under Lhe State law.

This only adds to thediffienlty and
the more clenrly demonstrates the
unconstitutional chavacter of this
provision, and nnavoidably produces
the npnatural and abnormal resnlt,
namely, that the people under the
Constitation, by virtue of the Inws
of their respective States choose their
Representatives, do everything and
all  tnings incideut to holding an
election, theretor, but other persons,
unknown to their lnw, tuking no part
in the eleotion, performing no duty
connected therewith, malkeo the re-
tarns and declare the result.

The people do the votbing, the
choosing, and the returning board,

uite awny from them, out of the
istrict, out of the State, wherever
the cirenit judge holds his conrt,
makes the return and certifies to the
resnlt. In what sense I ask, under
guch a bil), do the people choose
thoir Representatives in the very
languago of the constitution, when
n board. not one of theirown ereation,
expresses their wish?  What power
have I to mnke my choice and what
is that power worth to me whon the
ngencies to express that ohoice are
denied me?

The great thing to be preserved
by the Conslitution is the right of
tho people to choose their Hepre-
sentatives. The incidents to that
act the most important to any free-
man—are the regulations as they re-

WASHINGTON LETTER.
(From our regular Uorrespondent)
Wasmsaros, 1, C. July 28, 1800.

It in snfe to say that there is no
consuming desire on the part of the
Sennte, oither by the adoption of
stringent rales or in the ordinary
course, to crown its work with the
ennctment of un eloction law such
as would bo not only purely partisan
in 1ts character, but of doubtfal par-
tisan expediency. Not that the Sen
ale is in the babit of being outdone
by the House, whon it comes Lo ques-
tions of partisanship, but there are »
pumber of Ropablican Senators who
like to seo their way cloar to snfe
and certain results before committing
themuelves to the support of legisln.
tion so radical as to be revolutionary,
and it is extremely doubtful whether
a quorum can be mustered to pass
the foree bill excepting as an heroic
measare, neccssitated by the ob-

struotive tacties of the opposition.
The tariff bill is yet to be disposed

of as by all odds of more importance
to the country than the forco bill,
even U the latter be conceded all the

werit thet its advocates claim for it;
and the tarifl disenssion is certain to
consumo a good deal of time, pro-
longing the session to a period when
it would impractioablo to apply the
machinery of the galvanized Davene
port law to this fall's elections.

The question of n new napportion-
ment. when it comes up 1o the Honse,
will be an interesting one. After
every census the apportionment b. 8
been changed Lo meet the require-
ments of the increase of populution,
and the populur branch of Congre 8
has inereaged in membership aecord-
ingly. Now the House has 352 mem-
bers, counnling those from the new
slates, thaugh 822 was the number
given by its lust apportionmen’.
This was based on the apportion meut
of one Representative to every 151,
000 people. Tha total population of
the conntry at the last census was
50,185,723, and this year it ia estimat-
ed that it will approach 65,000,000
This large incrcuse will make it
necessary sither to increase the basis
of representalion or incresss t'e
membership of the House or both.
The question hus alwost ss many
gides as the House has members.
Some, who think the present body
too large and unwieldy, bold that
under no eirenmstances shounld the
size of it be incrensed. Others favor
cutting down the basis of represent-
ation nnd nllowing the membersh p
to rnn as bigh as it conld, pointing
out that the British House of Cow-
mous bas abont 700 members, and
yet manages to do the work required
of a popular body. Between these
extremes there are advoentes of muny
other plang, Oue of the most talked
of is to increare the basis of repre-
gentition to 180,000 or 185,000, which
wonld, probubly giva the Iouse a
membership of 330 or 3GD.  If this
is done, the increase would scarcoly
be sutticicnt to eat sny state out of
o represcntabive,

Strange sunsations must come
over Mr. Blaine these doys when Le
notes the quarters from which ho is
winning applause as Lo scores point
after point against the McKinley
Turiff bill and its framers. DM
Biaine shows his shrewdness in ec-
deavoring to get in line with the
tariff-reform scntiment which big
grown strong even in his own party.
