COTTON IN SWISHER.

John Estes of Twist, Swisher
county, in conversation with a rep
resentative of the Hereford Brand
recently had the following to say
in reference to his acreage of wheat
this year and his experiment with
cotton last year:

"Asked as to his wheat acreage
this year, Mr. Estes replied that he
had 600 acres, 400 of which were
in fine condition and gave promises
of a heavy yield. The other 200
acres had besn sown late fnd, on
account of the absence of moisture, .

does not give much promise of a
yield as yet.

"After noting his enthusiasm on
the possibilities of the Panhandle in
wheat raising, we quizzed him on
the cotton proposition. Said he,
"Cotton will grow and mature
here. I put a small patch in last
year as an experiment. 1 planted
on the 7th day of June and gave it
no further attention until some
time in September, when I noticed
that the stalks were heavily laden
with well developed but unopened
bolls of cotton. 1 then exposed the
roots by plowing, thus retarding
the growth. In a few days every
boll had opened as fully as any I

have seen, the yield being from
one-hal- f to three-fourth- s of a bale
to the acre. I am now confident
that cotton is as sure a crop in this
section as in any part of the state,
providing it is properly cultivated.
Yes, I shall plant more or less cot-

ton this year, the acreage depend-
ing on the amount of land failing to
produce wheat, and from the pres-
ent outlook I may put in the 200
a.i. tli.u w S'a u l ite inliM."
