monium Reigns in Waco.

Waco, Texas, Dec. 27, 1803.

Editor News: To the unfortunate
citizen who seeks his nightly rest in

the precinct lying between Third
and Sixth streets, on Austin avenue,

this question cannot but be a burn-

ing one. Many times ho has dis-

tractedly apostrophized the inani-

mate objects in his bedchambjr
with the same query. It has burst
from his frenzied lips in tho dead of
night, a ho wearily ignites a match
3nd counts the hours that remain
before the light of morning itupeia-livel- y

calls him and spoils his last
chauco of slu-ub-

er. The repeti-lio- n

of it brings to his memory the
ghouls of excited haekmen, quarrel-
ing with their cursing, intoxicated
patrons, and the symphonious
melodioH of mad-drun- k midnight
revellers. During waking monwnts,
protracted sometimes into hours, a
heavy wad of cotton stuffed into
each ear, and tho lines of care
showing distressingly in the blue,
sulphurous gleams playing about
his diawn, pale face, he has sough'-i- n

vain a muonable answer to this
apparently simple question. Interj-

ections and exclamations he has
used with prodigality, aud inter
spersed his language with the
choicest quotations from the vjoa
bulary of a pious lifetime; but the
mocking answer ' Where V'has been
his only comforter.

Flippancy aside, I ask : Does
Waco pay for night protection and
polic,Oi supervision'!' And, if so,
whero are tin polioo? There sel-

dom passes a night when residents
on our principal business street are
not awaked from their slumbers
by discordant noises and disorderly
conduct on the ptreet or in the sa-

loons and gambling rooms which
form the centers of nightly attrac
lion in our otherwise orderly city.

Auicle I of tho Revised Ordinan
ces of tho City of Waco provides:
"If any oidou Ball go into or near
auy public place, or into or near
any private house, and shall use
loud aud vociferous or obscene,
vnlgar or indecent language,
or swear, or curse, or yell,
or shriek, ... in a manuer
calculated to disturb the inhabi-
tants of such public place or private
house, ho be lined in auy sum
not exc. eding 100;" and Article
5 defines a nublic place to nnau
auy public road, street or alloy, or
any inn, tavern, hotel, store,
grouory or workshop, or place at
which people are assembled, or
to which poople commonly resort
for purposes of business, amuse-mem- ,

recreation or other lawful
purpose. Artiolo 70 provides: "It
shall not be lawful for any person
owtiing or controlling any premibes
in this city to permit such boisterous
conduct, loud hallooing, stamping,
dancing, skating, sliding, cursing,
swearing or other vooiferous or un-
usual noises thereon, as shall be
unreasonably troublesome, annoying
or vexatious to the neighborhood,
or any person or family, etc;" with
an imposed fine, upon conviction,
of from $5 to 100. Artiolo 2 IS
provides: "It shall be unlawful
for any owner, driver or person in
cVaigo of 3ny vehicle whatever iu
this city, while employed or while
awaiting employment, to craok,
snap or 11 Diuish his whip unneces-
sarily, so as to causo inconveuienoe
to another, or to use loud, indecent
or profane language, or to vex or
annoy travelers or oitiztns." And,
finely, Art. 470 provides: "The
mayor of the oity, as its chief ex-
ecutive officer, is hereby required to
divide, or cause to bo divided, tho
oity into one-hal- f as many districts
as thero are policemon. and shall
assign, or cause tho marshal to
assign, to each a policeman for

uty; and such poliooman shall
walk m his diatriot faithfully until

mayor shall prescribe."

we nave grown accustomed to
observe the open breach of soma of of
the city's ordinances. We :iro
obliged to know that Articles 33,
J4, ,35, 30, 07, 33 and 39 (relating

0iu gaming; are absolutely and en-
tirely ignored, both by the authori-
ties and those who derive a rnvnnna
from their infraction: and that
Article 11 (rclatiug to intoxication
in public place). Articles 53 and 54 30
(prohibiting the tale of intoxicants of
on Sunday), and Articles 42 aud 43

of our abrogation of tho detestation at
with which hypocisy should be re-

garded by tho Anglo-Saxo- race
than as a reihetion of tho will of the
majority of Waco's citizens. Hat
to have our sleeping hours constant-
ly made hideous by noises and dis-

turbances unbecoming tho digiuity
of a well-ordere- community is
really too exasperating. Drunken
tongs and yolls aud vomiting, rat
tling dice, quarrelling kackmen and
lewd women, and a constant live-minut- e

soivice of haeki bound froia
one night resort to another, these
are the concomitant features that
go to ni3ke up tho nightly carnival
of disturbance on Austin street,
more prevalent in warm weather
but possible at all times. In one
instance the writer and oth-
ers were kept awake from 3 o'clock
in the morning till daylight by
boisterous singing, shouting, swear
ing and dioe-tnrowin- g isauiug from
a taloon between Third and Fourth
streets; at which time live of the
city ordinances (Articles 1,11, 34,
35 and 70) were ostentatiouoly
violated at tho same time. At
another time two negro hack drivers
contended alternately with oaths
aud horsewhips (uniuterfored with)
for half or three-quarter- s of au
hour, and only des sttd when ordered
to do so by a person in tho Mo
Clelland holel. On another occa-
sion a shouted conversation concern-
ing tho demi-mond- e was the highly
creditable source of disturbance.
Ilow long must these things beV
Not knowing on whom the direct
blame should rest, and only wishing
that Waco may maintain her credit
abroad aud at home as a well
governed city, I tuggest that this is
a disgraceful state of affairs, and
that some aotion should be taken tt
proteot citizans and
to prove to them, and to the rowdy
night-haA'k- s whose remarkable pro
clivities induce thorn to seek their
pleasures when mast people dssiro
to sleep, that the streots are under
the control of those to whom their
supervision has been delegated, aud
thnt the laws ara not impossible of
enforcement.
