At the utmost, it
could only recommend; and recom-
mend only as individuals might.

waiving, as immaterial, the point
whether you were governed by the
recommendation of the superintend-
ent and board, or of the superintend-
ent only, I accept in other respects
your statement of facts, which em
braces, among other things, the rol
lowing matter:.

l. , w hen the appointment ot nnan- -
cial agent was taken up, Superintend-
ent Goree was present in the meeting
of the board.

2. Mr. Brahan was "entirely uri
known" to you, and to satisfy your
mind as to his fitness and qualifica
tions you interrogated Superintend
ent Goree before the board, and he
then and there "endorsed in the high
est degree the capacity" and other
qualifications of Mr. Brahan, which
endorsement, as you afterwards said,
"to some extent, controlled" your vote.

l nave never intimated a doubt
that the action. of the commissioners
was dictated by a sincere desire to do
their duty. I have no complaint to
make ot either ot them, and thougn
the question oi comparative qualifica-
tions of applicants, suggested by vou.
may be of "vital interest to the pub-
lic," it is foreign to the issue presented
by me, and from that issue 1 will not
be diverted.

The penitentiary act lodged the ap
pointment of the two commission
ers in the governor. The governor
might, at his pleasure, consult mem
bers of the late board or other per-
sons, but their advice could have no
legal force or authority. The act also
devolved on the penitentiary board
created by it, composed of the gov-
ernor and commissioners, the appoint
ment of a financial agent; and, in
reference to said appointment, any
nominal action of the old board had
no legal character or effect.

The legislature could have consti
tuted the commissioners a little senate
to confirm or reiect an annointment
of financial agent made by the gov-
ernor, but it chose not to do so. With
the law before him, no one will pre-
tend that it contemplates or author-
izes this method of proceeding; and
the governor and the commissioners
recognized their duty under the law
by acting together as a board on all
applications.

ft is doubtless true that a majority
of the late board, viz.,Gov. Ireland and
Supt. Goree, at some one of its later
sessions, did join in some expression
of preference for Mr. Brahan.

1 presume Treasurer Lubbock, being
for CoL Darden, although in the end
it appeared that the colonel was not
an applicant for the appointment, did
not concur; but no matter; such ex-
pression could not be the official
"action" of the board, notwithstand-
ing it became necessary in the gov-
ernor's correspondence with me that
it should so appear.

In reference to the appointment,
the bjd board was not an organized
body, hut a mere casual collction of
individuals. Had the concurrence of
opinion of those individuals been
submitted to the new board as "an
understanding reached by the old
board." to receive, as of course, the
formal ratification of the new, I am
sure the self-respe- ct of yourself and
Mr. Tips would have revolted, and
you would have asserted your right
of untrammeled judgment.

i ou seem to think it prooror per
fect fairness in the governor that he
kept back all knowledge of the "ac-
tion" of the old board, which he had
been referring to in his letters to me.
Do you suppose he would have had
the board know he had been telling
me the business was all settled in and
by the old board, so I need not bother
myself to push the matter any fur
ther?

There was danger of influences be--
ing brought to bear in some direction
which might possibly disarrange
things. Brown must be kept quiet;
so the governor administers a sooth-
ing anodyne: "Of course this" the
appointment ot Brahan by the old

board "cannot be construed as any
disparagement to yourself as it was
tendered before it was known that
you either wanted or would accept it.
it will oe gratuying to me to oe aoie
to retain your valuable services to the
state in some capacity."

But Brown will not be quieted.
Late the night of the 19th he writes
the governor a letter in which he
quotes back to him what he had said
about "the appointment." Before
sending it, next morning, he learns
that your board has been in session
two hours, and realizes the moral cer-
tainty that it has already done what
it was "agreed upon" it should do.
Feeling no longer any other interest

than to force the governor's hand, in
his "little game," he sends the letter
right into the midst of your loard,
ana along with it a full cop)' under
seal to eacn ot the commissioners.
That, you say, "was the first intima
tion 1 had that the old Ixtard had ta
ken any action whatever in the mat
ter. Very true; and but for that
letter you probably, would never have
nau so good an opportunity or observ
ing the governor s peculiar tactics.

If the alleged action of the old
board is to be assumed as conclusive,
it must nave been the purpose ot the
governor, under whatever show of
ueierence, to treat ou commissioners
as clay in the hands of the potter. If
not conclusive, his statement to me
was without foundation.

Aies us see wnat measures were
adopted to effectuate what had been
agreed upon between himself and

Superintendent Goree. On the morn
ing ot the 20th the board assembles in
the governor s oflice. and. mdue time
the business ot appointing a financial
agent is taken up. My letter of ap
plication, auaressea tnrough the gov
ernor to the board, and which re
spectfully claimed the attention of
the entire board, is suppressed, but
my name is laid before the board
with the names of others. Superin
tendent Goree, who has been sum-
moned in connection with his report
ana preparations ror resump
tion, is incidentally present
all the while the board is
deliberating, and canvassing the mer-
its of the several applicants. His in-
timate relations with Brahan are
known to the board. Nothing more
natural than that you should have
interrogated him. as vou did. without
any particular thought as to the pro
priety oi nis being mere.

Under the circumstances, it was in
evitable that an opportunity would
occur to him to speak a good word for
Brahan. He availed himself of it to
pronounce a somewhat earnest eulo- -
gium upon that gentleman, well cal-
culated, with his presence, to chill the
ardor of the commissioners in behalf
of any other applicant, and to check
any symptoms of a disposition to sup-
port any other. Here was a majority
of the old board participating in the
counsels of the new; one ol" them
the superintendent, chanting the
praises of his friend; the other the
governor, chiming in, or quietly as
senting.

The governor was pronerlv there.
but not properly as the coadjutor and
confederate of an intruder.

If he had invited the attorneys of
outside applicants to this delicate con-
sultation, possibly the effect of Super-
intendent Gorees panegyric might
have been less decisive.

There was no just occasion for this
over-strain- ed unwillingness to let the
commissioners know the honest views
of members of the old board. There
was a proper way in which those
views might have been openly and
fieely presented to have such weight
as your board would choose to allow.
With perfect propriety also the gov-
ernor might have expressed to appli-
cants his own honest preference, or
withheld an expression, and have
sustained his preference in the
board by speech and vote.
The views and preferences of
members of . the old board should
have commanded the careful
consideration of the commissioners,
and if favorable to Mr. Brahan. and
tree from the suggestion of any bias
due to the peculiarly close official re-

lations which would necessarily ob-
tain between one of said members
and the appointee, might have given
him a powerful advantage in the
competition ; an advantage of which
others could not justly complain.

God forbid that I should do the
governor injustice! Let the full rec-
ord of all proceedings and communic-
ations-in relation to the appointment
of financial agent of penitentiaries be
produced. If it does not warrant my
charge of disingenuousness and un-
fairness on the part of John Ireland,
governor of Texas, I shall stand ready
to make to him privately and publicly
the most ample apology and repara-
tion for the wrong which it will then
appear I haye done him.

The committee was
promptly organized and began a de-
tailed examination of the super-
vising architect's office, but every-
thing was found to be efficiently and
honestly conducted as far as they
went. The two accusers were called
upon to testify, but they attempted
to cowardly sneak away, claiming
that the investigation was conducted
in the interest of Hill, and that they
would not be allowed to make cor-
rect statements.

The investigation is
being openly conducted and the
action of Mullett and Murch in not
wanting to testify is strongly de
nounced by government officials who
contend that their accusations are
groundless and false and simply an
attempt to injure Mr. Hill.

Accusing officials has got to be a com-
mon practice in the last few adminis
trations, and the accusers should al
ways be forced to appear betore a
committee appointed for the purpose
and prove their charges or be sum
marily punished.

THE POLITICAL CHESS BOARD.
Sam Randall has been busy at work

in the last few days among the Mary
land Democratic politicians fixing his
fences for the speakership or the next
house. The is one of the
shrewdest wire-pnlle-rs in America,
and to thus more than to his ability
he always relies in a political contest.
He hates newspaper taik, and ukes to
move around entirely unknown to the
public. Maryland will probably be
as far south as he will venture to go,
for the Democrats in the other south-
ern states hold tariff views entirely
different from Mr. Randall, and he
would get little comfort by going
there.

The Power and Velocity of Wind.
N. Y. Herald.

The spring wind storms and torna-
does which have begun their desolat-
ing work in the South and West will
afford meteorologists fresh opportuni-
ties of studying the much-moote-

question of the maximum force of
the wind. In the current number of
Longman's Magazine Prof. Laugh-to- n,

of the Royal Naval college at
(ireenwich, attempts to elucidate
"Wind Force and XIow it is Meas-
ured," but he is candid enough to tell
his readers that on the latter part of
his subject his article is "eminently
unsatisfactory," because as yet "no
exact measurements" of the force
of the wind have been made.
The imperfection of all anemometers
yet devised more or less vitiates their
readings, and long before the sever-
est tornado or hurricane wind attains
its maximum force the best anemom-
eter is disabled. In a recently pub-
lished report on the character of six
hundred tornadoes, by Sergeant J. P.
Finley, of the civil service, it is stat-
ed that "the velocity of the wind
within the cloud vortex was various-
ly estimated at from 70 to 800 miles
an hour, the average being 392 miles."
This is a startling estimate. A ve-
locity of 800 miles an hour cor-
responds on the lowest basis of cal-
culation to a pressure . of about
three-fourt- hs of a ton on a square
foot. Such a force is totally incom-
parable with the utmost pressure re-
corded or indicated by .the wind

in the most disastrous hurri- -
caiiG-i- n tne almost unpreceaentea
British cyclone of October 14, 1881, a
pressure of fifty-thre- e pounds was
registered at Greenwich, almost at
the very moment when thirty mag-
nificent trees near by were blown
down, and no recorded hurricane has
risen to velocity of more than 180
miles an hour, which would cor-
respond to a pressure of only eighty-on- e

pounds per square foot, by Mr.
Laughton's method of calculation.
Aside, however, from nice questions of
anemometry, it is important to all peo-
ple to know that the limit of wind
pressure even at sea level . has not
been determined, and that in dealing
with this unknown quantity they
must not underrate it. At a meeting
of the London institution of civil en
gineers last year ene of its foremost
representatives well said: ".Engineers
are not at present very far advanced
in their knowledge with regard to
wind." The large number of houses
and other structures blown down in
this country shows that our . archi
tects and engineers have something
to learn in this direction.

THE LONDON TIMES SPEAKS.
London. April 30. The Times, in
