Expensite Statesmanship.

We have from time to time, in a
mild and good-temper- Way, pointed
out some of the errors,weaknesses
short-coming- s of the Ireland adminis
tration. "VVe have persistently claim
ed that its head and chief is not a
statesman, never was and never can
be. and that he is not entitled to an
other term of the governorship and
should not have it Few people recall
very vividly all the circumstances of
the settlement of the International
railroad claims, which occured eleven
vears since. Few people remember
that the then senator, John Ireland,en- -

gineered the bill of settlement which.
was finally t adopted. This he did,
however, and we want to point out to
our readers just what that piece of
c tly statesmanship has set the state
back. We don't believe that In the
light of this single transaction alone,
his claim to will be consid-

ered a good one by any fair, unpreju-
diced man in all broad America.

At tne second session of the 14

legislature, in 1875, eleven years ago,
a hill was introduced early in the ses- -

tional railway company by issuing to
them some three and one-ha- lf millions
of bonds. At the same time benator
Ireland introduced a bill to compro
mise with the company by issuing to
it straight land certificates of 640

acres each and twenty sections or

or 12,800 acres per mile and to exempt
the railroad and all its property in-

cluding the land certificates and the
land located by virtue of these certifi
cates from taxation for twenty-fiv- e

years. The bond compromise measure
tn tu-- n, Tnillions Of

paoowi vuu - -
dollars. It was vetoed and upon re-

commendation of Gov. Coke in his
veto message the legislature offered

the company the Ireland compromise.
In the first place it ha3 cost tne
school fund five millions of acres oi
land. The railroad obtained certifi
cates for five millions acres which
were at once located on the choicest
vacant land3 in the state. In 1875

for several years after that time there
was a great deal of choice land avail
able; but in 1875 the people by their
new constitution Bet aside half of all

the vacant domain for public schools,

without, however, designating the
lands. These certificates issued jusi
before the adoption of the constitution

priority, but all other certificates
contained the provision requiring the
holders in locating them to locate an
equal amount of land for the public
schools,

By these strait certificates the
school fund was deprived ot tne
location of five millions acres, which,
if it had been insisted upon in the
compromise, the company would
doubtless have agreed to locate. The
lands, had they then been located for
the schools, would now be worth
trom ten to twenty millions of dollars.

Is not this sort of statesmanship cost-

ly enough? But the company ob
tained exeirmtion from taxation ior
about five millions acres and for all
its property for the term of twenty--

five years. The railroad property,
measured by its bonded debt, is worth
817,500,000 and the land is worth per
haps more and could not be "purchas-

ed for less than ten millions of dollars
and by the close of the twenty-fiv- e

years will probably be worth 825,000,- -

000. For the first ten years tne ex-

eruption is upon 827,500,000 to $30,- -

000,000 worth of lands and railway
properties. The exemption includes
state and municipal taxes as decided
bv the supreme court. The state
county taxes would have averaged 80

cents on the one hundred dollars, or
1 8240.000 cer annum. "What amount
of property the company owns in Tal- -

, nicipal taxes is not readily ascertain
Jed, but certainly reaches million

, or i aoiiars as it includes exten
Hive' machine shops, manufac
turing establishments and costly
improvements everywhere' save and
except in this city. Its 'municipal
taxes would probably , reach ten
thousand dollars year, Its tax ex
emptions have for the first ten years
mat about S250.000. for tbat term,

Expensive statesmanship truly.
The next fifteen years the increased

value of the lands largely increases
the value of their exemption which
probably would reach in the year A
D. 1900, when the exemption ceases, at
least 8325.000, per annum. The aver
age annual value of the exemption
may be placed 6275,000 which in
twenty-fiv- e yers is worth the grand
amrreirate of 86.875,000,

on the bonds would have amounted
to 8180,000 per annum. Now If it be

contended that the railroad itself
would not have been valued at 835,000

per mile but at say $15,000 the ex-

emption is reduced in value $80,000

nfir annum, which still leaves the
combined exemption on lands and
other railway properties $195,000 per
annum, which is per anaiim
mora than the interest. At the end of
that time the state would have had the
S3.nm.rm. the principal of the bonds
to pav. but she would have had 5,000,

000 acres of land worth from ten to
twenty-fiv- e millions ef dollars with
which to pay it, and the school fund
by the location of the alternates of
other railroads would have had at least
five millions more acres of good
lands.

Grouped in this fair legitimate
way these figures are startling, and
they should be quite sufficient to con-

sign the author of the bill and all of
its supporters to anever ending retire-
ment as profound and impenetrable as
ever hung thick black curtain up
between empty, weak pretentions,
and the people alas! too easily gulled
in this way. Tnis is, it is true, cheap
John statesmanship, but its wasteful
and costly extravagance readily
catches the eye' of the people, when
once it is placed earnestly before
them. If all the people of Texas, if
the voting and working masses of the
democracy of Texas could be made to
see and understand this one thing
alone, and John Ireland's responsibil-
ity for it. he could never touch the
nomination at Houston, and if he did.
he could not be elected.

Carlisle Absent from tlie House,
and Blackburn Assumes

tlie Cliair.

Farewell Remarks of Edmunds,
President of the

Senate.

Total Appropriations at This
Congress, $2O,OO0,OOO

Signing JBills, Etc.

HOUSE.
Washington D. C. July 7.

In the absence of .Speaker Carlisle,
who left for Chicago at three o'clock.
Sunday morning, the house was called
to order by tue clerk ot the house, and
a short recess was taken. After recess
Mr. Randall oiferred a resolution ap-
pointing J. C. S. Blackburn, speaker
pro tern during the absence of the
speaker. Adopted unanimously.

Mr. isiacKDurn, on taiang the chair,
thanked the house for this mark of
confidence, and said he would endeavor
to deserve it. The house took a
further recess until 11:30.

The house at 11:30 and
at 11:55 adjourned and the session of
Saturday closed.

The session or Monday began at
noon, and on motion ot Mr. liandall
the house concurred in the senate
amendment to tne adjournment reso-
lution fixing the hour of final ad
journment at 2 o'clock.

At a tew minutes berore 2 o clock
the hands of the clock were turned
back 5 minutes, in order to permit the
reception or a message trom the sen-
ate announcing the adoption of a res-
olution postponing the hour of ad
journment until 3 o'clock. Secretary
McCook came rushing over with the
resolution written on scrap paper.
The resolution was immediately
agreed to.

At 2 o'clock Mr. Randall announced
ttat the committee appointed to wait,
upon the president had performed
that duty, and the president had no
further communications to make to
the house.

Messrs. Randall, Turner, of Georgia,
and Hiscock were appointed a com-
mittee to wait upon the president and
ascertain whether he had any further
communications to make to the
house.

The speaker, pro tern, announced the
appointment of Messrs. Lowery, Her-
bert and Lyman, members of a com-
mission on the part of the house to
consider the present organization of
the signal service, the geological and
geodetic surveys and hydrographic
offices. .

Mr. Bagley, having taken the chair,
Mr, Cox, of New York, offered a reso-
lution tendering the thanks of the
house to Hon. J. C. S. Blackburn for
the just, remarkable and ch;tr ning
manner displayed in the closing hours
of the session as president, pro tern.
Adopted, amid applause and laughter.

On motion of Mr. Wolford, the bill
passed incresaing the pension of sol-
diers who have lost an arm at the
shoulder joint to the amount received
by those who have lost a leg at the
hip joint. At 2:15 p. m. a recitation
of the call of the house was indulged
in, the doors were closed the excuse
offered being that gentlemen were in
Chicago "on important business."

Finally, on motion of Mr. Young,
the house excused all democratic
members who are in Chicago, engaged
in the patriotism ot nominating a
man for the presidency who would
beat the republican candidate.

But the call did not consume time
fast enough, and the hands of the
clock were advanced ten minutes.

Then, the speaker pro tem, wishing
each and every member a safe return
to his home, declared the house ad
journed without day. fApplause.l
Leave-takin- g and hand-shakin- g fol
lowed, and the hall was soon deserted.

SENATE.

Washington, D. C, July 7. A
message was received from the
house announcing ce in
the senate amendment to the bill
maKing temporary provision tor a
navy.

Mr. llale moved the senate recede
from its amendments.

Mr. Miller (Colorado) said he had no
reason to doubt that tne senate con
ferees had done all in their power to
convince the house of the justice of
the amendments, but apparently with
out effect. The people of the Pacific
coast would be much disappointed if
it left their coast absolutely defence
less.

The senate has receded from its
amendment to and passed the provi-
sional navy appropriation bill. This
bill and the consular and diplomatic
bill, which are both in process of en
rollment, when signed, will complete
tne ns.t or annual appropriation bills.
A joint resolution has been passed by
the senate and concurred in by the
house, providing lor final adjourn-
ment at 2 o'clock to-da- y.

A resolution thanking the president
pro tem, Hon. Geo. F. Edmuds. of
Vermont, for the efficiency, courtesy
ana impartiauty with which he has
discharged the duties of presiding of--
hcer or tne senate during the present
session, offered by Senator Bayard,
was unanimously agreed to.

A long debate sprung up, a portion
of it being of a political character, and
at close motion to recede from disa-
greements agreed to. House joint reso-
lution, providing for adjournment was
taken up and amended so as to make
the time of adjournment 2 o'clock
to-da- y, and then passed

On motion of Mr. Sherman, a com-
mittee of two senators was appoint-
ed to join the pommittee of the house
in informing the president of the
United States that congress, having
finished its business, was now ready
to adjourn. The chair appointed
M ssrs. Sherman and Bayard.

The chair announced the appoint-
ment of Messrs, Allison, Hale and
Pendleton as members on the part of
the senate, of the commission provid-
ed for in the sundry civil bill to con-
sider the recent (organization of the
service in the geological survey, etc.

Mr. Brown asked If the chairman of
the appropilation committee could
state the aggregate of appropriations
this year.

Mr. Allison replied in the affirma-
tive, stating the amount was 8193,201,-08-7.

In respect to one or two features
of the naval bill, this amount was

DAMAGED BY A STORM.

Destruction of Property In Southern
Illinois.

St. Louis, July 7. Dispatches re-
ceived from Decatur, Springfield,
Shelby ville and other places in central
Illinois report that a yery severe wind
storm swept over Macon, Sangamon
and Chaistian counties between mid--
nierht and davlizht Saturday morn
ing, which destroyed a great deal of
property, but so tar no lives are re
ported lost.

In the vicinity of Illiopolis, Sanga
mon county, several farm houses
were badly damaged, barns and out
houses were carried away, and the
wheat and corn crops are utterly ruin
ed. Corn was beaten flat with the
ground or whipp .d into ribbons by
the wind. Wheat in the shock: was
blown away, and that still uncut was
leveled with the ground. The loss in
Santramon county, as far as heard
f roui. is estimated at over $100,000.

In Macon county the destruction
was :still greater, nearly all of the
houses and in the path
of the storm being entirely demolished
or badly damaeed. The dwellings ot
Mrs. Evey, Pat Ryan, John Coombs,
John Kraft. Aaron Wedick. Nancy
Stickle, Geo. W. Whitlock, Lemuel
Walker, fieri. V.. Fjfihbard and Henrv
Aut'terbride were completely wrecked.
A number of animals wese Killed and
the crops were ruined. Aufterbride s
wife and baby were blown 200 yards
and deposited under a hedge. They
were completely coyered with mud,
but were unhurt. Two of John Kraft's
children were badly injured, and one
ot them may die.

The wind lilted loaded cars from off
the track at Boody station and the
Madison Presbyterian church and par
sonage were entirely destroyed.

The loss in Macon county is estima
ted at jSaUU.UUU.

Christian county is also said to have
suffered severely, but no details were
received.
