England, even though Turkey were to

bgcorme her enemy. There were once

five great European powers. Down

to the end of the Napoleonie war in

1815, England was one of these great

POWErs, Thelr power was

based upon military  strengtil.

but even then the continental powers

regarded with contempt the military

power of England, and respected her

alone as a naval and a financial pow-

eér. I'rom then until now the relative

importance of England as one of tie
European powera has continually de-
clined, until at last we have this evi-
dence of contempt for it, shown by

Russia und shared in by the oth-
er c¢o tinental pPoWwers, while
Eogland herself acknowledges
lack of power by submitting
to every demund made by Russia. In-
stead of five European powers there
are now but four. Russia, France,
Italy and Germany—with standiog
armies respectively of 770,000 men,
519,000, 480,000 and 445,000. Against
th e huge hosts,England has but 220,-
000, less than half as many as Germany
and Iwaly, and less than one-third as
many as Russia; and it has
been demonstrated, that to organize
and put into active sectvice an army of
30000 is an undertaking above the
capacity of Eanglish commanders of
to-day, Russia has been deing all
she pleased to do in Asia, and now
understands well enough, that the
way hereafter do as she pleases.
While Russia concentrated a large
military foree in one week’s march of
Herat, the English army, such as it
it i3, made up of Sepoys mostly—was
more than a month’s march distant
for this important strategic point.
Not only was this effective Russian
force close to Ilerat, but farther north
there were reinforcements, one behind
another, so located as to strengthen the
Russian advance before the English
main army could be utilized to
even cneck the Russian front. While
the prospect of war has broken down
all political dissention in Russia,
which even Nihilists have become ear-
nest supporters of the imperial idea
of conquest, the English Government
has the opposition of large elements of
its own people. A very large number
are mortified and dissatisfied at the
inglorious defeat of the Eag-
lish army in Egypt, while
the Irish openly insult the Crown, and
defy it. The provinces, too, upon
which it is boasted the sun never sets,
are not all in the most satisfied mood.
Even in Indis,where it would be nec-
essary to establish the base of opera-
tions against Russian invasion of
Asla, the populations that
rose in fury against Eng-

lish rule, in 1857, are in some
of the provinces seething under the

yoke of English oppression. Were
England to go into war with any of
the powers, her merchant marine
would be wiped from the bosom, of the
oceans, and her maritime power would
be gone. She dare not go into war,
and will not do so as long as conces-
sions  will satisfy the ens-
my. After conceding the mas-
tery of the Soudan to El Mahdi,
and submitting to Russian demands,
it is recognized beyond doubt as a
second-class power, and should she be
forced into war with one of the great
powers, she must descend in
the end even from this secondary po-
sition.

siderable significance is attached
to a conference which oeccurred be-
tween Mr. Randall, Chairman Bar-
num and Secretary Manning, Monday,
during which Appointment Clerk
Higzins was sent for and consulted.
Politicians say that the effort is being
made to reach Cleveland through
Manning, in whose political sagacity
they have the utmost confidence, and
that the conference was for that pur-
pose. The general question of party
recognition was diseussed, and
the necéasity of correcting the 1mpres-
sion that the Democrats are to form
no part of this Administration, which
they say is widespread , was urged.

THY MORMON MANIFESTO,

The Mormons have come before the
country in an appeal to the President
to be protected -against the anti-
polygamy law now being enforced
against them. “Our rights as Amer-
ican citizens,” it is declared, are
trampled apon in the execution ol the
law against bigamy, and an attempt
is made to show that the case is
one of religious persecution. “If we
are unpopular with our fellew-coun-
men, it is ourreligion that makes us
8o. Asto our religious faith, it is
based upon evidence which to our
minds i3 conclusive—convictions not
to be destroyed by legislative enact-
ments or judicial decisions, Among
the priaciples of our religion is fhat
of immediate revelation from God.
One of the doctrinesso revealed is cel-
estial and plural marriage. This 1s a
vital part of our religion, the decision
of the courts to the contrary noth-
withstanding.” It is asked that
the President appoint a commis-
sion to - investigate the Utah
situation, and it is  nothing
more than reasonable that such com-
mission should be empowered to act.
It could at least do one thing, prove
to the Mormions that it is not the dis-
position of the present government to
prosecute because of refiglous belief-
But as to the declarations of the Mor-
mons coneerning polygamy, they are
anything but harmonious in ten-
dency. Though not one-tenth
of the Mormons ever prac-
tice polygamy, the endorsement of
the polygamousfac:ion places all in the
attitndue of defending an institution
positively antagonistic to the law of
the land. If Mormonism is not to be
made to respect such law, then the
law must be made to conform to Mor-
monism, But against the latter propo-
sition the public mind is fixed. The
doctrine of persécution has been
preached by the Mormon preisthood
until belief among the masses of the
church had reached the point, that
Mormons are to be denied all quarter
because of religious belief. Thereforeit
may be especial.y wise on the part
of the Government to send commis-
sioners among the Mormons, whose
duty it shall be to disabuse the minds
of the masses against this idea of per-
secution, and to show them that the
aims and purposes of government are
directed alone against violators of a
law ‘antidating Mormonism, but in
no sense against the chnreh as a re-
ligious body. Possibly the Mormon
intellect might be made to compre-
hend the position from the
mouths of wise and  dis-
creet  commissiohers who could
demonstrate the purpose of the Gov-
ernment as one to elevate the moral
and, so to speak, the temporal power
of the church, That there shall be
no persecution for religion’s sake, is
as firmly fixed in our code asthat
there shall be perfeet freedom in
religious belief, and this is what it is
necessary for thé Mormon mind to
fully comprehend.

CONCERNING REVENUE COLLECT-
; ORS,

A question has been raised whether
the removal of internal revenue col-
lectors is legal, and it has been assnm-
ed by nota few that the Treasurer
must refuse to pay the men put in
place of suspended collectors. The
matter has been carefully investigated
by the Solicitor of the Internal Réve-
nue bureau and he says :

“The section referred togivesto the
President during the recess of the Sen-
ate the power of suspension and the
designation of another to perform the
dutlies of the office ot any civil oflicer
appointed by the President save Unit-
ed Btates judges. By the later
statute of 1877 the salaries of inter-
nal revenue collectors were adjusted
at a maximum ot $4,600, and a provis-
ion inserted that no collector should
draw any part of his salary until
conflirmed by the Senate, except in
cases of vacancies caused by death or
resignation during the recess of the
Senate, Still later, in 1879, the stat-
ute of 1877 was amended by leaving
ou'. the words ‘by death or resigna-
tion,” and no later statute has been
passed affecting the question, so that
at present, if the suspension of
the former incumbent creat-
ed a vacancy, then the [Pres-
ident has the right of “suspension
of a collector with or without cause,
and can designate his suceessor, who
draws the salary until the Senate re-
fuses to confirm him or until heis
suspended.

“The United States Supreme Court
decided that question in the case of
Farden, 9 Otto, page 10, Collector
Winder was suspended under statue of
15870, by a Supervisor of Internal Rev-
enus for fraud, and died pending the
investigation of the charges. The Su
preme Court decided that his suspen-
sion creat+d a vacancy, and the person
designaied by the President to fill that
vacancy, Farden, was entitled to the
salary until his successor was appoint-
ed, although he was never conlirmed
by the Senate. Iti1s true that Wind-
er’s suspension was not under section
1,768, Revised Statutes, but was by a
supervisor and for fraud. Butif that
suspension created a vacaney surely a
suspension by the President, who has
the right of suspension with or with-
out cause, must also create a4 vacancy.
The same statute, however, which
gives to the President the power of
suspension provides that the person
designated te fill the place of the sus-
pended official can receive his salary
no longer than the expiration of the
Senate, unless contirmed, and if not
confirmed the office shall be in abey-
ance and without salary, fees or emol-
ments.”

A mo3T important religious con-
ference will be held in Hartford
Conn., beginning May 11 and lasting
three days. The convoeation is knowd
as the American Congress of Church-
es, and its object is the promotion of
Christian union and the advancement
of Christianity, by a free discussion of
the great moral and social questions
of the day. The congress is to be
composed of prominent delegates from
nearly all the Protestant denomina-
tions. The Governor of Connecticut
is to preside. Presidents Porter, of
Yale, and Robinson, of Brown
Bishops Clark, Harris and Tuattle
and Dr. H. M. Dexter will be among
the essayists, and there will be speak-
ers who will represent the Baptists,
Campbellites,Congre gationalists, Epis-
copalians, Friends, Lutherans, Msth-
odists, Presbyteriansg,"Reformed Dutch
Chureh, Swedenborgians, Unitarians
and Universalists. The move caunot
but be beneficial to the great cause
which the membership represents,
and, although it lacks definite plan,
the fact that so many prominent
clergvmen are interested, guarantees
their suecess. [t will be oneof the
most memcrable gatherings that ever
convened in this eountry, and interest
n its prozeedings will be general.
