The air becomes close and oppressive
inside, but the faithfol iron sentinel firmly
cloaes the door after each entrance or
exit.

An editor, tall, dark and cadaverous,
gets his mail, principally newspupers,
with n sprinkling of fat envelopes sug-
gesting apring poetry. It has been said
that editors and gonts are the only two
animals known to selentific research that
oan live on newspapers, which may ae-
count for the leanness of some editors; if,
however, their peouliar diet gives them all
the honest, true kindliness of this face,
the leanness may well be pardoned.
