As predicted by The Statesman
the great Democratic avalanche has
swent everv thinir before it. Without
entering into detail it la safe to nay

that Cleveland and Stevenson have
carried the country by the largest pop

ular vote ever .riven to the electors of

any party. It is a complete victory

carrying with it assurances that every
branch of the government will be in

control of the Democrats for the next
four years.

The issue was made by Mr. C'leve'

land four years ago when he sacrificed

the presidency by the proposition to

make tariff reform the main
nlank of the Democratic
platform, and the main issue
to be presented by the Democratic
party.

The country at the time was not pre-

pared for these advanced views
and the GHlablishment of a policy of

protection for revenue only with in-

cidental protection to encourage
young industries on their first legs.

The fact that he knowingly and
willingly made the tariff the issue as-

sures the country of two important
things: The first is that a president
has been elected who is a pure pa-

triot and an honest man above the
bribery of the highest office in the
land, man who had rather be right
than to be president.

It gives assurance of another thing,
that Mr. Cleveland is a wise and pro-

found statesman, with a political
sagacity that unselfishly pre-

sented au issue upon which he
then could not expect anything but
defeat, and at the . w- - t ime an ex-

hibition ef confidence Si. Ota effect ul-

timately of an educational campaign
and the ability of the people to under-
stand and honesty to sustain the true
policy oi me guveiuiuciiv.

It was (oitunate for the Democratic
party that the Republicans were com-

pelled to increase protection in order
to satisfy the demands of manufactur-
ing contributors to their campaign
fund, In the form of the McKinley
bill, for the people recognized the
enormity ot that measure and it is as-

tonishing that they ever expected to
win on that bill as an issue.

It is a great victory, it is a victory
of tho people over the best or-

ganized party that ever existed
in this country backed by machin-
ery in the hands of more than
one hundred thousand office holders.
It is a victory of the people over clasi
legislation of the most obnoxious
form, the taxation of the masses for
the benefit of a few manufactures.

The Democratic party goes into
power on the 4th of March, next, with
heavy responsibilities resting on the
shoulders of the representatives.
The Question of the tariff has to be
treated with great care and wisdom

In the history of this country from
its fir hv presidential election until the
present time there have been only
two failures to elect by the peoplo or
by the electoral college.

The first failure was when the elder
Adams ran for a second term. Ham'
llton, although then in private life,
had sufficient influence to defeat
AdamB in New York, and Jefferson
and Burr were tied with seventy
three votes each in the electoral col

lege, Adams had sixty-fiv- e votes and
Pinknev sixty-fou- r. It was then the
plan existed for the two leading
men to be counted In tor
the presidency and cy

bmt it was soon changed to ine pres-

ent plan now In force for each party

to have runniog mates and voto for

them accordingly.
The electoral college failing to elect,

the election was transferred to i lie

house of representatives of the en-
gross of the United States.

In the house Jefferson beat Burr,
the former carrying ten states and the

latter four.
Again in 1F24 there wbb a failure to

elect by the electoral college und

it became the duty of the
house to elect the president.
There were four candidates for the
nresldencv. John Quincy Adams, An

drew Jackson, W. H. Crawford ana
Henrv Clav. after the failure to elect
by the electoral college Mr. Clay

dropped out of the race and threw his
powerful influence for Mr. Adams
who rnneived the votes of tnirteen
states, Jackson seven and Crawford

four. These two are the only instances
that a president has been elected by

THE EIGHT OF DOMICILE ABROAD.

There is not a subject in the wide
domain of thought free from the grasp
of some set of cranks who are ready
at all times to organize a society or
congress for the purpose of consider
ing it and legislating upon it, although
they have not a vestige of authority

'to do so.
The Institute of International

Rights have recently held a congress
at Geneva to consider the right of
governments to expel foreigners from
their borders and they have formu
lated certain rules or quasi laws that
they propose to put in force through
out civilization.

The expulsion on short notice of the
Jews from Russia was a very
great hardship upon the Jews
who were compelled to leave
the country at short notice and
necessarily sacrifice all their immov-

able possessions. The Jews are about
the only people that such an interna-
tional congress could be of any benefit
to if they had any ether authority
than that of public opinion to enforce
these laws, for they are the only peo-

ple on the face of the earth who have
no national come or government
which could compel Russia to observe
their right of domicile, unless they
have become eitizenB of the United
States.

Vattel, the highest recognized au
thority on international law, more
than a hundred years ago laid down
very clearly the privileges obtained
by Qf dQmMle ,Q hla ,,Droit
des Gens." In addition to the rights
incident to domicile he says "it la man
ifestly unjust to first proclaim the
right of domicile and then expel those
who avail themselves of it, catching
them In a trap, as it were."

That fact is obvious, hot thiae Jews
in Russia are the only people who can-

not enforce international rights of
domicile with an army and navy, or
rather force Russia to compensate
them for their losses on account of the
sudden notice to leave without taking
time to consider of t he manner of leav-

ing. The same author adds that
twenty-fou- r hours must be given to
the "exeant" foreigner. While that
is manifestly only applicable to for-

eigners temporarily residing in a
country and inadequate to those who
haveacquired real estate, the ques-

tion arises, who is to enforce any law
in behalf ol these nationless Jews?

This Geneva internationist congress
of cranks go farther and desire to im
pose on all nations regulations prohib
iting the expulsion of foreigners.

We, down here in the South, may
have abated slightly in our idea of
state rights, but we would certainly
protest against any power infringing
on our national sovereiguty iu regu-

lating this thing at our own sweet
will. We are very generous in our
laws on this subject. Dr. Depew in
his Chicago Exposition opening speech
thought we were too lenient, and this
congress of international cranks
ought to understand that while as a
government we would protect the
right of domicile of our citbens
abroad we never should presume to
Infringe upon the abstract right of
other nations in their sovereign con

trol of this question nor permit other
nations to dictate to us on that sub
ject.

It is currently believed that Gov
ernor Hogg will reach out for Senator
Mills' scalp and "fix" himself before
another tidal wave will crumble that
183,000 majority of two years ago, re-

duced to a plurality now. What will
it be two years hence?

POLITICS AND THE PULPIT.

Bishop Cyrus D. Foes, D. D. LLD'.,
f the Methodist Episcopal church,

North, has written a very inconsistent
article on "Politics and the Pulpit"
for tho November rumber of the
North American Review.

He does not think that politic? and
religion can of right be dissevered
from each other. He says "the
Christian ministry must Incarnate
and voice the best conscience of the
age, not shrinking when the sins to
be denounced are entrenched behind
political barracades."

That is very true; if a politician or a
party bribe, buy votes or steal the
public money it is obviously the duty
of the clergy to enforce that command
ef the decalogue "Thou shalt not
steal," but what has that got
to do with politics, which gives
warrant to the preacher to harangue
the masses on the street corners or
hold tickets for a favorite candidate
on election day. Let him preach as
loudly and as eloquently as he can on
the sin of corruption by bribery or the
sin of stealing things that may be ly
ing temptingly about, and ltt him
train his batteries on all the evils that
exist in the best regulated communi
ties, but let him keep himself claar
from the pollution that is poisonous to
him in his political arena, for an at-

mosphere that might not be danger
ous to another man would strifle the
voice of the embassador of God.

'I he board of bishops of his own
church at their quadrennial confer-
ence in May last at Omaha, made the
following deliverance as their rule of

conduct:
"With regard to politics, the atti

tude of our chnrch is strenuously non
partisan and l. It ack-
nowledges no allegiance to any politi-
cal creed or association. It urges all
its members who have the right to
vote to discharge that duty, but it
leaves every voter absolutely free
from ecclesiastical interference to de
termine for himself for whom his bal
lot shall be cast. The right of suff-
rage, or the franchise, we regard as a
great and responsible trust, which
should in all cases, ecclesiastical and
eivil, be exercised conscientiously,
but in absolute personal freedom.

How, in the face of sucb a declara
tion by a body of which he is a shin
ing light, can the learned bishop
maintain his proposition that the
pulpit and politics ought not to be dis
severed ?

It would be unfair to the bishop not
to mention the main thing that has
excited his desire to mingle politics
and religion. He is an advocate of

total abstinence and legal prohibi
tion," and thinks it right that the
clergy should advocate such a cause
and use their eloquence on the hunt-
ings against licensing liquor dealer?.
If this is not a plunge into politics
prohibited by the declaration of the
bishops quoted, what is it ?

The bishop must be aware that some
of the most profound statesmen, some
of the purestsmon, some of the total
abstainers from all intoxicants, regard
this prohibition as a stab at the rights
of every man in this country, not
merely to vote t,a he pleases but to do
as he pleases in matters that do not
interfere with any human being In
any rights social, religious or political
that have been so amply and lully se-

cured to him by the laws of the coun
try.

If he kno'Ji s this fact what is he do-

ing? These men referred to would
say stepping down out of his pulpit
and attacking the personal rights of
men, advocating old and abandoned
sumptuary laws to prescribe to a man
what he shall eat and drink and
mayhap what be shall wear.

Does he recognize that in stepping
out of his pulpit he is not only befoul-

ing his white clerical garments iu the
clums of elections but that he Is per-

mitting his religious zeal to lead him
on to an attack on the fundamental
principles of a Republican govern-

ment?
It will be Interesting lo the reader

to know that while the bishop at first
seemed to limit the duties ot minis-

ters of the gospel to this single matter
of "prohibition," his political zeal has
worked him up into a white heat and
before he concludes his article he
branches out into the broadest claim
for his cloth. He says:

Republican institutions on this
continent are now confronted and
menaced by two great and growing
evils, both requiring tne presence oi
the pulpit in the political arena; the
enormous and unblushing corruption
of many of our municipal govern
ments, and the frightful ana widen
ing chasm between tne ricn ana tne
poor, or ramer. Deiween manual la-

borers and their employers. The in-

dividual cannot maintain his own
rizhts. The attempt to do this was
the fault ot the Carnegie company on
that dav of carnage at Homesteaa
The state must be the defender of the
Individual, and must provide tne con
ditiona for hi3 best developm ent. Yet
Bellamyism is a delusion.

THE STRIKE ENDED.

WOEKMEN STJBEENDER WITHOUT

HAVING GAINED A POINT.

Most of them Are Taken Back in Their Old

Places, Though Soma leaden Are Barred

and Some Workmen Refuse
to Go Back.

New Oeleans, Nov. 11. Cresceift
city's great strike is over. It termi
nated by almost an abject surrender
of the strikers' committee of five. At
1 o'clock this morning a settlement
seemed as far off as ever, but the firm
stand of Governor Foster, and the in-

stitution of proceedings in the United
States court against the strike leaders
for violation of section 5407 of the
revised federal statutes, and an injunc-
tion issued against them under the

ly act of congress passed
in 1889, ami also the firm stand of the
merchants had its effect, and
at 2 o'clock this morning an
agreement was signed under
which the strike was declared
off. Tho merchants agreed to rein-
state such men as they had vacancies
for at the present time, retaining all
men employed during the strike,
wages and hours to be arbitrated. The
merchants further agreed not to dis-

criminate against union laborers in
employing iu future, but to give their
applications fair consideration, the
merchants reserving to themselves
the right to deal with their men
directly and not through any imalga-mate- d

council. After making the
agreement the labor leaders did not
return to headquarters, but left their
followers to learn the result
through the morning papers.
There were fully 1000 men
around the labor headquarters
this morning, divided between men
who would not return to work and
strikers whose places had been filled.
There was intense indignation ex-
pressed against their committee, and
only cooler heads prevented a mob
seeking them. In the obedience to
instructions the car drivers all re-
ported for duty this morning. A ma-
jority of them were but
only as individuals, various leaders
among them being refused employ-
ment by the various lines.

The Standard Oil company and the
Baldwin Hardware company refused
to employ any of their old hands. At
noon today It is reported thit Presi-
dent Round of the railroad freight
handlers had instructed the members
bers of that association to not
return to work yet. This order was
obeyed by all but those employed at
the Northeastern depot, who are
again atwoik. This however will
not affect business to any appreciable
extent as plenty of labor to fill the re-
calcitrants' places can easily be se-

cured.
The electric light trimmers and

linemen have also returned to work
and the city will be lighted with
electricity tonight. Business is mov-
ing on the levee today as if no strike
had ever started and accumulated
freight is being rapidly disposed of.

Governor Foster's course is being
praised on all sides by all peace lov-
ing citizens and his firmness alone
prevented serious rioting and possible
bloodshed.
