Houston Tkx June 18 The arrival
this morning of the G oclock east bound
express and passenger train on the
Southern Pacific JRailroad brought the

news of a train robbery which for clear
ncta of conception and boldness of execu-
tion

¬

is the counterpart of the most daring
t piec i of highway work that has ever oc
cuirfdin the west The fullest and at
the same time the most satisfactory and
intelligible account of the affair is best
obtained by relating in a connected way
what was gathered from the train men
and passengers and then by giving the
expression ot individuals

As the train was pulling out from Fla-
tonia

¬

100 miles west of this city at 1230-
oclock this morning two men mounted
the engine and with drawn revolvers
ordered tbe engineer to pull out faster
The engineer Ben PIckee in the face of
such pereuasive argument did as he was
ordered at a lively rate When about
three miles from Flatonia the robbers
ordered the engineer to stop When the
train had slowed up it was found that the
engine was standing on a trestle over a
creek or ravine The engineer
was then told to pull up-

so that the engine and express car should
be on the embankment while the passen-
ger

¬

coaches were left on the trestle
This was the spot which had been se-

lected
¬

for the robbery as a bright camp
lire was burning a short ditance from
tbe track around which were grouped
the mysterious moving inures of ten or-

a dozen stalwart men The engineer and
fireman were then taken off the engine
and placed under a guard of four men-
The rest of the robbers crowded arund
the combination and express car uud de-

manded

that the door be opened In
the meantime the express messenger M-

E Folgerof Wells Fargo Co s Express
had not been idle but had been busy con-
cealing

what valuables he could When
the train first stopped over the trestle the
conductor J K Lyons put his head out
of the window of the car nearest the
engine and calling to the engineer
enquired what was the matter The
engineer replied that he was in the hands
cf roboers and that ihey had ordered
the train stopped Conductor Lyons at
once notified the pabsengrs in the day
coach that the train

and that they had better secrete what they
couk and he at the same time set a good
vxample bv hiding 45 in bills under two
of the seats taking care to leave 5 in his
pocket as a blind When the robbers
demanded entrance to the express car
Messenger Folger at first refused to
open the door but after holding a con-
sultation

with Bageagemaster Hart he
concluded that discretion was the better
part of velar and opened the door The
robbers then
with drawn
mauded that
The messenger

jumped in the car
revolvers and com
the safe be opened
was somewhat dila ¬

tory about complying when one of
the roboers commenced to belabor him
over tbe head with a sixshooter This
had the dtsired effect and the robbers
proct eded to appropriate what valuables
were in the safe While they were going
through the safe the xpress messenger
attempted resistance when he was
knocked over the head with a sixshooter-
sud knocked senseless and they then

1ROCEKnED WITH THEIR WORK
unmolested After the safe had been
finished they turned their attention
to the mail pouches On this
train there is no local distribu-
tion

¬

of maii matter and consequently
no mail agent but through pouches are
carried and they are in charge of the
bairgagemaster The robbers cut the
pouches and took what they wanted but
it is not thought they cot any valuable
letters as no registered mail was on this
train at ah The robbers then proceeded
to tae day car and with presented re-
volvers

¬

ordered every body to throw up
his hands It is useless to say that every
bodys hands went up including the con-
ductors

¬

who was in the car Their
method of procedure was to place two
armed men

AT EACH END
of the car while the man whom the rest
addressed as Captain and another
went through the car and robbed the pas-
sengers

In the day car the first man
at whose head the captain presented a
cocked revolver and told him to give up
what money he had was J II Mitchell of
Tombstone A T Mr Mitchell had
previously secreted 6300 under the seat
and handed over S10 The robbers then
went through P A Maroux of San
Francisco Cal who gave up 810 but
saved SIM which he had concealed
when the conductor gave the alarm Dan
Sweeney of Merced Calnext contributed

10 and saved 20 Waiter Gregory of
San Antonio was then called upon to add
to the booty and he handed over all he
had S20 The robbers asked him if that
was all he had and being informed that it
was they handed him back a 250 gold
piece and passed to the next man who
was a drummer from New York L Las
ker Mr Lasker gave up S7 but saved
over 8100 by putting it in bis shoe A
passenger in the car whose name is not
known but who got off at GIdden was
robbed of a fine gold watch and
chain Tne conductor was also coralled-
in this car but the robbers got only
about 53 from him he having previously
concealed his money

The robbers then adjourned to the
Pullman sleeper but as the lights were
all out and the door was onthe side of
the car instead of in the center as is gen-
erally

¬

the case they could not obtain an
entrance Supposing it was locked they
commanded the conductor to unlock it

UNDER TAIN OF INSTANT I> KATH
He protested that he had no key
to the door and that the porter
had locked it from the inside
and had the key They insisted that the
door must be opened and threatened his
complete annihilation unless it was im-

opened The conductor was
ordered to take up his lantern and go
with them When the door cf the Pull-
man

was reached it was found not to be
locked and the party entered the con-
ductor

with his lantern sandwiched be-

tween

the Captain who carried a deadly
looking sixshooter and another robber
with a Winchester in nis hand They
went through the sleeper in a very syste-
matic

manner The conductor was made
to pull the curtains back and
arouse the sleeping passengers while the
Captain with his murderous looking
weaponexplained the object of the meet ¬

ing The first man aroused was Lon
Meyer a traveling man from Cincinnati
He occupied the first berth on the right
side of the car Mr Meyer did not take
in the situation and proceeded to give
his disturbers allowing up but a blow
from the robbers pistol on the head and
an emphatic request for Your money
and that d n quick brought
out all the money he had S10
The robbers then proceeded to the berth
just across the aisle cf the car in which
Mr M F Beers an insurance man of
Galveston was sleeping and demanded
his money He handed them 5 and told
the leader that was all he had The rob-
bers

¬

insisted that ho had more and made
him take au oath that this amount was
all he had He at first put up his left
hand to take the oath but the robbers
commanded him to-

TUT UI THE OTHER HAND
K L Armistead a traveling man of New
York next contributed 15 and saved S40-

by concealing it under his bed They
then proceeded to the next berth on the
left side of the car and ordered William
Newbarger a drummer from New York
to give up all the money he had He
was somewhat slow in complying with
the order ant rte captain hit him several
blows over the heauY wiiich caused the
blood to flow freely From this gentle

man the robbers made a valuable haul
They got 70 in cash four diamond scarf
pins one collar button with a
diamond set one diamond ring
and one diamond stud tne es-

timated

value of the whole
lot 81000 By this time the entire car
was rhoreughly aroused and the next
berth to be robbed in regular order was
occupied by Colonel Gruntos of the Mexi-
can

army When the Mexican officer saw
it was his turn next he called out in
Spanish to hia lieutenant Citarino Ciuiz
who was occupying the upper section to
hand him his pistol Mrs White wife
of Sheriff White of El Paso who occu-
pied

¬

the opposite section with her hus-
band

¬

heard the Mexican officer call for
bis pistol and taking in tbe
situation implored him in Spanish
not to use his pistol as
there were too many of the robbers The
robbers probably did not understand
what was being said in Spanish but they
saw the lieutenant searching as if for his
weapon so they gave him a severe club-
bing

over the head and went on with the
robbing They took ad the money the
Mexican officers had which was 400-

At this moment the conductor informed
the robbers that

A TRAIN FROM THE WEST
was about due there and that it would be
necessary for him to send back and flag
unless tney the robbers desired the train
to be run into and everybody in
the Pullman killed The robbers said it
was not their wish to have anybody killed
and at once left the car and told the
trainmen they could pull out There
were four passengers on the Pullman
who were not molested the robbers
leaving before they were reached in
regular turn They were Sheriff J K
White and wife of El Paso A J Beach of-

Palatka Fla and Lionel Hoheuthal of
San Antonio The robbers detained the
train men about an 1 our in effect-
ing

¬

the robbery and when the
train men were told to pull-
out they did so with the greatest possible
dispatch When the tram arrived at-

Schulenberg the officers were notified and
the Sheriff and posse with bloodhounds
started in pursuit The train reached
this city on time G a in and most of
the passengers on tne Pullman disem-
barked

here Your reporter interviewed
several of them The first one approached
was Mr Lon Meyer who travels for L-

H Stroble Co of Cincinnati
Mr Meyer said The first thing 1

knew a rough fellow stuck a pistol in my
face and told me to give him
my money and that dam
quick I saw at once that the train was
in the hands of robbers and I put my
hand under my pillow to pull out my
vest and while doing this I slipped my
watch out and left it under the pihow I
saved my watch but they got all the
money I ba 400-

Mr Robert L Armistead who travels
for naben Brussell Co of New York
and a passenger in the Pullman was
also seen by your correspondent
I was aroused by the loud talk-
ing

and swtarirg in the forward end of
the car and after listening a while I real-
ized

¬

that the train was being robbed I
took my pants put 8100 in the watch
pocket and the rest of my money about
S4000 I concealed between the
matting I put the pants under
my pillow and lay down
as if asleep Pretly soon the robbtrs
having the conductor in tow came to my
berth The leader stuck a pistol in xnv
face and said Give me your money
now and that damn quick I pulled
out my pants from under the pillow
and took the money and gave
it to them The demanded mere money
but I protested that that was all I had
They then said they would go through
my satchel but I told them that it was
nothing but a sample case Oh then
you are one of those damn drummers
are you said the captain of the robbers

I know you have a bigger wad than
this I then saw it was necessary for
me to do some good talking if I saved my
satchel and my head so I protested
earnestly I havent got any more
money I said to him but I
have a flask of the best whisky you ever
drank No thank you he replied

we are Prohibitionists The leader
still Insisted that I must give up more
money so I concluded to turn the tables
on him and asked him to give me back
the change in silver he had taken from my
pockets He replied that they were not
giving any change tonight and with tnat
they passed oa-

Mr L Hohenthal now of San Antonio
formerly ot this city was also inter-
viewed

I was quite lucky said he
for yesterday morning I went

to the agent in San Antonio
a d told him I wanted a berth near the
center of the car reserved Somehow
the agent forgot to have the birth re-

served

and I had to take a rear section
just over the trucks This is all that
saved me from being robbed
I was in the section just-
in the rear of the one occupied by the
Mexican officers They were just getting
ready to come to my berth when the con-
ductor

told them a train was then due
and they were liable to be killed if a-

flagman was not sent back at once You
may Imagine how much relieved
when one of the robbers said We dont
want to see any body kdled you can run
your train along I heard the robbers
leave the car The train stsrten

THE LEADER
is described as a man a little above me-

dium

highth and stout built and appar-
ently

¬

about forty years of age He wore
a flurce looking sandy moustache his
eyes were keen grey and his complexion
iias florid almost to red-
ness

¬

He was not masked at
all and made no attempt to conceal Ins
features His clothes were rough his
manners were uncouth and his lauguage
vulgar His companions for the most
part wore maks and some of them falc
whiskers They were all rough in dress
and manners and as they walked their
spurs clicked and their high boots
showed they were mounted It is im-
possible

¬

to ascertain the exact amount of
the booty secured by the robbers but it-
is known that they got almost
SG00 from the passengers and
81000 worth of jewelry It is
that the Wells Fargo Cos Express
was robbed cf about S12000 to 81G000

Superintendent J W Nichols of the
express company was seen but would
not tell tke amount of the
companys loss He said that the
messenger had been forced to
open his safe but when questioned as to-
tne amount taken he goodnaturedly re-
plied

¬

that the robbers left them enough
to pap off with

Robert B Burns postmaster here
stated that the loss of mail was quite
small The robbers cut open all of
the pouches evidently expecting to
get some registered matter but con-
tinued

¬

Mr Burnes there were no
registered pouches on the train at all

On the arrival of the tram in this city
a special train was made up and Superin-
tendent

¬
Nichols of the express company

and P L Gueyrouze general agent of
the SouthernPaciflc company accompanied
by Conductor Lyons and Messenger
Folger left for the scence of the robbery
Five well trained blood hounds of the
Marshall breed were taken along to be
sent out with the posse in trailing
the robbers It was rumored on the
streets tonight that three of
the gang had been captured but the re-
port

lacks confirmation Large rewards

The flrst thing that a bad man does
when he is converted is thoroughly to
wash himself There were this morning
on the way to the different churches
thousands of men in proper apparel
who before their conversion were unfit
in their Sabbath dress When on the
Sabbatn 1 see a man uncleanly in his
dress my suspicions In regard to his

MORAL CHARACTER ARE AROUSED
and they are always well founded So as-

to allow no excuse for lack of ablution
God has cleft the continents with
rivers and lakes and has sunk live great
oceans and all the world ought to be
clean Away then with the dirt from
our cities not only because the physical
health needs an ablution but because all
the great moral and religious interests of
the cities demand it as a positive neces-
sity

¬

A filthy city always has been and
always will be a wicked city

Through the upturning of the earth for
great improvement our city could not be
expected to be as clean as usual but for
the Illimitable dirt of Brooklyn for the
last sjx months there Is no excuse It is
not merely a matter of dust in the eyes
and mud for the shoes and of stench for
the nostrils but of morals for the soul

Another corrective influence that we
would bring to bear upon the evils of our
great citiea is a Christian printing press
The newspapers of any place are the test
of its morality or Immorality The news-
boy

who runs along the street with
a roll of papers under his arm is a tre-
mendous

¬

force that cannot be turned
aside nor resisted and at his every step
the city is elevated or degraded This
hungry alldevouring American mind
must have something to read and upon
editors and authors and book publish-
ers

aud parents and teachers rest the re-

sponsibility

of what they shall read
Almost every man you meet has a book in
his hand or a newspaper in his pocket
What book is it you have in your hand
What newspaper is it you have in your
pocket Ministers may preach reform-

criminal but until all the newspapers of
the land and all the booksellers of the
land set themselves against n iniquitous

in the forehead The ignorant classes
are always the dangerous classes
Demagogues marshal them They are
heimless and are driven before the gale

It Is high time that all city and state
authority as well as the Federal govern-

while years ago in this country there was
set apart 48000000 acres of land

FOR SCHOOL TURPOSES
there are now in New England 191000
people who can neither read nor write
and in the state of Pennsylvania 222000
who can neither read nor write and in
the state of New York 241000 who can
neither read nor write while in the
United States there are nearly 6000000
who can neither read nor write Statis-
tics

There is hardly anything of greater im-

portance

in the rapid development of a
country than good public roads Often
these means of communication have been
compared to the veins of the body through
which the blood of life is circulating and
certainly such a comparison is good The
life of the body politic whether it be a
state or a smaller district is
partly dependent on roads estab-
lishing

the necessary connection
between the different parts All com-
merce

¬

would have to stop withont them
and the cosmopolitan aspect of modern
countries is due to the vast improvements
of the means of communication This 13
known and appreciated by our citizens
and not altogether in vain have been their
efforts in this direction on the contrary
we think we can safely predict that m
less than six months the iron rails of the
Santaj Fe Railway Company will
connect us with the rest of the
world and silence the only objec-
tion

which is sometimes raised
against San Angelo Other railroads are
contemplating to extend their lines to-
wards

¬

our city and the time is near at
hand when San Angelo will be the indus-
trial

¬

and commercial center of the western
part of our state But to make railroads
efficient there must be country roads of
all the different classes provided by the
Legislature to connect ranches farms and
settlements with distributing points
They are the feeders and without them
railroads would be but to little purpose

The peculiar conditions under which
our town attained its first growth
have made the necessity of well estab-
lished

roads less apparent than it ought

to have oeen Laud was of little value
Roads were selected wherever the con-
venience

Not until late years when the develop-

of the lauds and consequently caused
the lands to be fenced did the road ques-
tion

receive the attention at the hands
of the Commissioners court
its importance deserved Our present
Commissioners court is fully alive to the
fact that public roads are a public neces-
sity

At their last meeting they took the
preliminary steps to establisn a number
of muchneeded roads in our county
Their action ought to be encouraged and
meet with the hearty approval of all good
citizens Especially ought the law
be carried out that requires
road3 to the county seats of adjoining
counties Good roads make inter-
course

¬

easy and encourage trade All
classes of citizens are directly interested
in this rranner but especially is it to the
interest of the towns to have good roads
approach them in all directions for all
things being equal that town most
easily reached by the public will secure

trade It goes without say
that roads ought to be secured now

when this can be done with comparatively
little expense Land is cheap nowbut-
is rapidly increasing in value Let Tom
Gnen county therefore work at once
with a will to secure thete avenues of
trade so necessary to her welfare Many
of our streams should be bridged in order
to facilitate communication and trade
Heavy loads can only be hauled with dif-

ficulty
¬

across the rough beds and up the
steep banks of our larger streams and
frtquently communication is stopped
by rises The expense of building a large
bridge it is true is heavy but the ben-
efit

derived will amply compensate for
the outlay Every one interested in the
development of the Concho country ought
to form himself into a committee to se-

roads and bridges assured that they
will add a hundred fold to the wealth and
