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Pop Overs—Two cups of milk, two amd |

one-half cups tlour, two ezzs, butter
size of one-hali walnuts salt, mealt the
| butter, beat all thorougaly together, put
in cups and bake thirty minutes.

Apple Snow—Tao the whitesof two well-
beaten eges take o pint of strained apple,
sweeten aid flavor with a little rosewn-
tor and a little lemon juice. Beat the
apple into the egg a spoonful at a time,
when all will be as lizcht as the heaten
white of an egg, Eat cold with cream.

Cream Rusk—One pint warm water,
one teseup sugar, oue cup cream, ane
cup yeast, flour to make stiff batter. Let
rise over night, work down several times;
when ready to bake, voll oot apd cut in
small round cakes, put in greased pans;
when light, bake and sprinkle with
sugar. These are wvery nice warm or
cold.

Mataran 's Spapish Omelet—One small
auion , chopped fine and fried in butter:
add two tablespoonfuls of cooked thin
tomatoes, then three eges well beaten,
whites and volks separately; pepper and
sait to taste; stir and mix well® cook until
well done. This can be varied by using
the yolks only, then beating the whit
| £tiff, pouring over the top and browning
in the oven,

Frult Cake—QOne aud one-kalf pounds
flour, ope and three-fourths sugar,
eges, one and one-half pint sweet mil
two teaspoonfulssoda, one pound rais-
ins, one pound curraunts, one-half pound
citron, one-half gill brandy. one-half
gill wine, one teaspoonful cloves, two
teaspoonfuls cinnamon. Make a foosting
of white of one egg to each five tables:
spoonfuls sugar. This cake is better
when severn! weeks or months old .

Baked Ham—Let the ham get gold,
after boiling, then remove the skin, Lay
the bam on the dripping-pan, fut part
uppermost. Crumb breasd wery fine,
encugh of it to cover the bum. Molsten
it with the fat that has run off the hanl
while cooling, to make it stick on. Cover
the ham well and thickly, Put on hits
of butter and pepper sll over. Cook in 4
steady oven until well browned.  Baste
with the liguor that runs off, apd be
cyreful it does not bum,

Marshmallows — Dissolve one - helf
pound of clesn gum arabic in one piot of
water, strain, then add ene-half pound
of powdered sugar, and set over the five
stirring continually uutil the sugar i
thoroughly dissolved and the mixture has
beeome of the consistency of honey .

A toothpick factory is one of the fiour-
ishing woodworking establishments at
Harbor Springs, Mich., and it is of
the largest factorigs of the kind in the
couniry. White hirch isexclusively used
in the mapufecture of the toothpicks,
and about 7,500,000 of the Dbuamdy little
splinters are turned out dzily. The loss
are sawed un inta bolts each twenty-
eizht inches in lenzth, then thoroughly
steamed and cat up iuto veueer. The
