is ridiculous. 1t was a perfectls natural
thing, and was caused by the muscular
contraction of the stomnach. It was
nothing uousual. Iu fact, & party of
ladies could sit in &8 reom where an exe-
cution of this ktind was going oo and oot
see anything repulsive. If the mistake
of ordering off the current so guickly

hadn’t besn made there would
bave been none of this talk. This burn-
Ing of tiesh wane nlso exaggerated. Thut

wus caused simply by the fact that the
sponge under the eleotrode was too
small. A light current was passing
through then, and the spopge having
dried out the electrode touched the
skin. 1 think Kemmler's nerve
affected thoss there about as much os
mnytning. It looked to e as though it
were mental lneapacity. He seemed to
be without fear. No, sir, I don't con-
sider this will be the Iast exsvution by
electricity.
