CHURCHILL LEFT

BRITISH CABINET

Holds Rank aa Major In Oxford Yeo-
manry and Will Join Regiment.

Action. Not Unexpected.

nounced that Wlnaton
Churchill. Chancellor of the Duchy of
'.ancasler. has resigned from the
Cabinet and will inln th a rm r let

rranre.

Humors had been current for some
Ime that Mr. Churchill would reslan

his seat In the Cabinet and go out on
ictlve service at the front. He Is
najor In the Oxford Yeomanry.

Mr. Churchill was serving as First
Lord of the Admiralty when the war
began, and Riled that office until the
formation of the coulltlon Cabinet lust
May. lie took the position of Chan
cellor of the Duchy of Urn-aste- In
the new Cabinet. Arthur J. Balfour
being made First Ixrd of the Ad
miralty.

Mr. Churchill In his letter of reals- -

nation explains that he agrees In the
formation of a small war council and
appreciates the Intention which Pre
mier Aequith expressed to Include him
among Its members. He foresaw the
difficulties that the Premier wonl.l
have to face in Its composition, he
states, and he mukea no complaint b
cause the scheme waa rhnnire.i
with that change his work In the xov
eminent naturally closed. He said hr
could not accept a position of aenera
responsibility for a war policy with
out any effective share In lis guidance
and control and did not feel able In
limes like these to remain In well paid
inactivity.
