THE FIGHTING PRINCE.

All the world loves a lover and the
reverne li true that all the world
loves a fighter. Under the caption,
"The Fighting Price." the Austin
American pays the following glowing
tribute to the fighting qualities of the
German crown prince:

"One cannot read the descriptions
of that prolonged and sanguinary con-fll- t

before Verdun, particularly thnt
part of It relating to the all niKht
struggle for the possesion of Malun-court- ,

and not admire the fighting
qualities of the Intrepid young com-

mander of the Teuton forces, the
crown prince of Germany.

"In following the vivid details of

the accomplishments of this i

soldier It Is difficult to realize
that It Is only a few years since we

saw him pictured In the papers as a
lad In short trousers. Next we re-

member the stories of his successful
efforts to sow a Urge crop of wild
oats, the undisguised concern of hi

royal father, and the approving
of his countrymen at his demo-

cratic demotiHtrnttons and prefervit!
patriotism. The emperor, a strict dls
rlplinarlan, upon one occasion felt
constrained to place the young fellow
under arrest, confining hi in to the pal-

ace at Potsdam; this, of course, after
he bad entered the army and hud at-

tained some rank.
"At the beginning of the great war

the crown prince was given command

of an army corps. The world smlM
and assumed that It was because he

was "the son of his father.'
"But from the start the young man

displayed marked ability and In this
fight before Verdun has demonstrated

that he la a military genius. He Is s

fighter and a straterlst. Ills Immense

army haa suffered appalling losses. II

Is true, but be haa undertaken a task

the enormity of which Is probably

without comirln In military his-

tory. Pilled against the ablest of

French generals, seaaoned campaign

ers, be baa acquitted himself In a
manner that has excited the admira-
tion of army expert soldiers the world
over.

The battle of Verdun may rank
with Waterloo In Its ultimate lmort-sin- e

and the crown prince of Prussia
may prove Its Wellington! He comes
from a line of fighters Frederick the
Great, the elder Wilhclm, Gls grand-

father, the lute Frederick and 'blood
will tell."

"This evolution from a harum
scarum youth, beyond parental control
ouly a few years ago, to a great com-

mander, Is not excelled In history. The
demotion of his soldiers attests to his
magnetism and to that spirit of dem-

ocracy w hich at one time brought him
Into disfavor with his father, the em-

peror."
