All chaaracter of paper has made

very material advances within the last
eighteen months or two years, but
comparatively the price of white print
paper used by the newspapers has
made the greatest advance. We are
now paying 7 cents per pound for

print paper, as against 3 cents two

years ago. Inks have made a tremen-

dous advance during the same period.

Every housewife has noticed the
advance In all table necessities, all of

us have had to bow before the ad-

vance In clothing; likewise the Eagle

has been hit by the ZEIT and the shot
has hit the bull's-eye- .

We have been going ahead, hoping

that conditions would chango for the
better, but there seems to be no pos-

sibility for any relief and we are now

facing the posHlblllty of an Increased

price within the next sixty days over

the present extremely high price.

There are many things that enter
Into the cause of high prices, but

of the war . and manipula-
tions of various kinds,' the old rule of

supply and demand is still he domi-

nant factor in fixing prices. This
year's crop of all the staples Is far
under last year, contrary to the gen

eral opinion of bumper crops and the
following figures will prove to be of
great interest to all:

The department of agriculture finds
