IN FOOTBALL

"Multiple Kick" the Latest Sensation
and Wat Developed This Beaton,

by Rutgert College Coach.'

(By Associated Praia.)

New York, Nov. 1. Every football
season brings tome now play or tflrles
of plays to the fore, and although the
present one Is scarcely hulf complet-

ed, several novel gridiron wrinkles
have already made their appearance.
Tbe innovation to attract thegrestest
amount of attention, In the Kant at
least, Is what Is known as the "multi-

ple kick," perfected by Foster San-for-

coach of the Rutgers College
velen. Strange to say It Is nut a se-

ries of kickt, as Its appellation would

appear to Indicate, but a single place
kick In which several players assist
In the holding of the ball while an
other supplies the propelling power.

It Is a development of the old try
for field goal from placement, In

which the quarterback, after receiv-

ing tbe ball from the renter, dropped
to one knee and held the spheroid
while the fullback or some other play-

er tried to convert tho drive Into a

field goal, t'nder the new method
two players stretch themselves at full
length upon the ground, heads oppo

aite each other and at right angles to

the direction or tho kick, at a point

about five yards back of the scrim-

mage line. Directly behind tbem

stands the quarterback, whllo behind

him It located the player who Is to

make the kick.
When the renter patHci the ball It

Is received by the quarter, who stoops

and placet It in an upright position

upon the ground, whllo tho player,
already prone, reach out and hold It

steady with one or both hands. Hav-

ing accomplished his part In the play,

tho quarter Jumpt quickly to one side

and the actual kicker tteps or runs

forward and drives the ball Into the
opponent's territory 'or a fMd f'

V or a punt.

The particular advantage of the

; "multiple kick" over the ordinarily at
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fct that the ball Is held securely until
the full momentum of the drive has
been communicated to the Inflated
pigskin.' Owing to the spheroid shape

of the intercollegiate football It Is

hard to drive it forward straight and

true unless it Is kicked at Just the cor

rect point. Wkh two men holding It

on opposite sides there is little chanco

for the ball to twist as It Is kicked

and the Rutgers players have fre-

quently driven the ball for sixty and
seventy yards from this formation.

The play, however, requires perfet
by all four players in-

volved and must be timed exactly,

since the defense given the kicker Is

naturally weakened owing to the num

ber of players handling the ball.

clety. This report, which wat made

public today by Dr. George Sidney

Webster, secretary,' shows that in four
months the ship visiting staff of the
society was In personal touch with

practically 12.000 sailors attached to

81 different ships representing twelve
steamshlD lines.

jects, thor$-r- e also a great many

front-othe-r lands. These men, accord
ing to the report, artlargely either

ieserters from military service or are
avoiding service by coming to this
country. Many of theso mofl are
(Greeks, who contract for return, voy-

age to British ports and desert ttojlr

ship on this side without pay. This,
