To the Members of the Irish

It has been publicly charged

that the policy of the Irish
National alliance is an Irish
policy of hatred to England
and is therefore contrary to the
interests of America This calls
in question the loyalty to the
Kepublic of our people

enemy than Great Britain to

the United States has ever ex-

isted England has ever been

the vengeful foe of American
liberty and republican institu
lions Imbned with this con

tiction and seeing that Great
Britain has avowed her inten
lion to trample upon the Mon

foe doctrine by her attempt to
job Venezuela of her territory
and has dared to violate the in-

tegrity of onr territory in

Alaska we hereby offer as a
proof of our loyalty and devo-

tion to the country of which

ive are citizens to place at the
disposal of the president of the
United States without delay
100000 soldiers as brave as
Lave ever shouldered a rifle and
every man of whom is a be-

liever

in the principles and
teachings of the National al-

liance

Our army which is now or-

ganized is ready to serve the
American Republic in anj part
of this continent and should
the enforcement of the Monroe
doctrine need its aid will either
on Irish soil or on English
ground establish the fact that

havo increased until on the best
estimates it is believed that during
the year beginning September 21

1S95 no loss than 50000 bales will
be shipped to tho United States and
as theso Egyptian bales aro 50 per
cent larger than tho American tho
exports to this country will really
amount to 75000 bales according to
our standard Mr Penfield urged
that efforts bo inatlo by our planters
to grow that Egyptian long staple
cotton in this country holding that
there must certainly bo some portion
adapted to its growth probably tho
Mississippi or tho Brazos river m
