JAPAN'S PAGODAS.

They Are Built to Retist tho Shock of
an Earthquake

A remarknlile fnct In Jiipnn Is that
pagodas built hunditds of jears nco
embodj the principle of the modern
selsmograpli, which Is to minimize the
efii'Ct of earthquake motion bv Hum
combination of au Inicrted pendulnin

Itb an ordinary pendulum, or, In
other words, by the union of a stable
and an unstable structure to produce a
ntutrnl stability, which renders the
whole building least sensible to tarth-quak- c

shock.
In the hollow well of eerj five sto.

rled pagoda a lieivy miss of timber l

Buspeudod freely, like nn exaggir.ued
tongue, from the top right lo tlio
ground, but not In contact 1th It. and
at the shock of an inrtliq.uike this
largo pendulum hloul swings and tlio
structure snajsnntl thin m. tiles batk
safely upon Its base

This Is also the prlncl) le followed In
the construction of nil bell lowers
throughout Jnpin where the bell ncls
as pendulum and the roof, supported
bj posts, forms an Inverted pendulnin,
as tn the seismograph

or a bell toer may be rotated or dls
placed but It cannot be oerturned as
