Tho Cotton "Worm.

The Columbus, Texas, Citizen
says: Pror. C. V. Riley, United
States entomologist, has been
SDcndinsi few days in that
section, in the pursuit of the in
vestigations authorized by con-

gress into the cotton worm.
The limited amout (S5000) ap-

propriated has necessarily cram-

ped Prof. Riley in his labor in

this line, as he has not a suffi-

cient force in the field for the
vast amount of labor required,
and the numerous different ave-

nues, some of them appearing
to be of little, but of vast impor-

tance, to be pursued in the pro-
per investigatioa of the sub-

ject
In a communication, dated

July 9, Pn.f. Riley says:
The worms noticed in May

have not increased, owing to
Uie unfavorable conditions to
such increase, and there arc now
so few in the larger portion of
the country that the increase
which a single additional gene-

ration represents could do no
harm. In other wordst under
the most favorable circumstan-
ces to the development of the
worm, .such as continued wet
weather, a month must elapse
before it can become abundant,
and two months elapse before it
can be generally destructive,"
month being required for each
generation from egg to moth
or parent. Three weeks since
the second generation in south
Texas threatened to do much
damage, The professor's latest
advices, from a special agent lo-

cated in the Colorado bottom,
--shqw thatjnmany localities the
worms have since- - then disap-
peared.

destruction of the young boll
worm, which also at first feeds
on the under side of the leaves;

The last t.vo
years prices have been much
lower, ranging from $4. to $6
barrel.
