A year ago the writer
placed a lot of ornamental trees
i rows for cultivation unti tney
were necded for planting out,
amd at the same time put & few
in place upon the lawa 6f'the
same jot. While theformer have
grown several fectofwood in the
yearthe litter have developed
but a few inches of growth, The
reason lics largely in the fact
that grass requires an immense
amount of water ia growth, and
the grass of the lawn has so des
prived the trees of moisture as
to aclually almost kill them.
The lesson is an obvious one,
but how shall we profit-by it?

be answer is this: Plant trees
i groups altogether, and then
keep the area of ground in which
they arc planted catirely under
cultivation. This may be doneby
horse and cultivator, if the lawn
is large, or by hand if the groups
ol trees occupy a small area,
The objection that it renders the
lawn unsightly is not valid, for if
the cultivated ground be kept
with clean edges that are in nice
curves and no weeds beallowed
to collect, the lawn is in no wise
mnjured by the cultivated por-
Ui,
