A revolution seems impend-
ing in the sugar interest. The
commissioner ofagriculture has
just issued an elaborate report
of experiments mide with com-
mon Indian corn stalks and
sorghu-- n stalks in the manufac-
ture cf sugar, fcath by the same
process, and tlte results' were
very favorable to the former.
The conclusions reached are
lhaf the stem of Indian corn, if
taken at the proper stage of de-

velopment, contains in great
Abundance a saccharine juice
scarcely excelled in richness by
the sugar cine of Louisiana, and
possesses an advantage over the
latter an account of its adapta-
bility to so wide a range ol soil
and cheapness of cultivation.
The immature corn plant only
being used (or this purpose, the
sugar may be produced within
a little over three months from
the time of planting the seed.
Hence all danger of frost miy
be avoided even in our extreme
northern states, and generally
the ground can be used for pro-
ducing two crops in a season
a sugar crop, followed by tur-
nips, etc. In these respects, as
well as in many others, these
plants have a great advantage
pver both the southern cane
and the beet. It is estimated
that the yield ofsug.T per acre
from a single crop will range
from 2000 to 3000 pounds, or
equal to the average from the
sugar cane and the beet at their
best, and at one half the cost.
The total cost of production, in-

cluding the cultivation of the
ground, the harvesting of the
crop, manufacture interest on
machinery employed, chemicals
royalty, cct., should not exceed
2 1- to 3 cents per pound, and
a good quality of sugar should
be made of corn stalks in this
country at less than one-ha- lf

the cost of the beet sugar manu-
facture in Europe.
