Reciprocity seems in high favor just
now, and the United States has al-

ready leceived half a dozen offers of

reciprocity treaties
Some surprise has been occa

sioned at "Washington at the an-

nouncement ,that a treaty has fye&T

negotiated with Brazil, under, the
authority of the tariff act, by which

Brazilian molasses, sugar, tea and
hides are to be admitted free of

duty in consideration of an open
market being given there for the
productions of this country.

It is thought this will be followed

by other treaties with Mexico end
the South American republics. A
similar proposition has been made
iiTregard to Spain for the Island of
Quba, but the chances of reciprocity
are less favorable with that countiy,
as free trade between the United
States and Cuba would "mean a
great loss of revenue to Spain
which it could not well spare, and
would have a tendency to bring
Cuba and the United States too
closely together, with the eventual
annexation of'that Island.

On the .North, Canada is applying
for a reciprocity treaty "with us, and
will probably come to some terms.

5. Relaxation of the coasting laws
of the two countries on inland waters
dividing Canada from the United
States.

G. Mutual salvage and saving of
wrecked vessels.

7. Arrangements for settling the
boundary between Canada and
Alaska treaty will be ad referendum.

W. L. McGaughey, commissioner
of the land office leptying to a letter
from the Ft. Worth Gazette says
that the school lands hae been
classified and are for the puce
for agricultural and grazing lands
beinjr c-- tnougn some one on ac
count of location and advantage are
classed higher. Watered lands $3
and upwaids according to location.

An actual settler may puichase
640 acres of agricultural land and in
addition thereto he may purchase
three additional dry grazing sections
or he may purchase four glazing
sections toliegin with, by making
his home on one of them.

Purchasers are lequited to pay
1-- of the purchase money cash and
an annual interest on tue unpaid
principal at 5 per cent per annum.
They can aloo pay 0 af the prin-
cipal each year if they desire, or
they can defer payment on principal
as long as they see fit, provided it is
paid before contract expires.

Purchasers occupying and making
their homes on school lands, pur-
chased from the state by them, for
three consecutive years, have a right
to pay the whole amount and obtain
patent.

School lands which aie detached
and isolated, situated in countries
organized prior to 187-5- , except
Pecos, El Paso and Presidio, may
be ulaced on the market and sold
not lequiring settlement, and in
such cases purchasers may pay the
whole amount due at any time and
get patent

Lands placed' on the market as
grazing lands, and afterwards
leased, are not subiect to the sale
during the term of the lease, with-
out the consent of lessee.

Lands classified as agricultural
and leased are not subject to sale
during; the term of the lease, with
out consent of the lessee, provided
the lessee has $100 worth of

on the section, other
wise it can be sold at any time to
actual settlers. I deem this a great

' The annual interest upon purchas-

es must be paid into tne state treas
ury by the first day of August each
year, .rurcnasers under tne act ot
1887 and 1889 may defer payment
of mterpst from August 1 to Janua-
ry 1 of the following year by paying
50 per cent additional.

Timbered lands are sold at not
less than $5 per acre, and the whole
amount must be paid in cash.

The timber on the lands may be
sold without selling the lands, but
in such cases the appraised value
must be paid in cash, and the par
chaser, in such cases, is allowed five
years in which to remove the tim-

ber. ,

Instructions would now be issued
in circular form, but the legislature
beiug in session, theie may be some
change in the law which would re
quire a change, and therefore I
await the action 5f that body.
