Hesolution Introduced Beeking to
Free Such from Taxation for 8 Time.

Austin, Tex., March 1.—Senstors
Looney and Willacy bave introduced a
Jjoint resolotion to amend the Conslito-
tion o as to exempt cotton factories
from taxation for fifteen yeara, They
wonld make See. 10 of Art. VIII, of the
Constitotion, read as followa:

"Bee. 10. The Legislator: shall have
0o power to relesse the inbabitants of|
or property in, any county, city or
town from the payment of taxes levied
for State or connty purposes uoless in
case of great public calamity in soch
county, vity or town, when such release
may be made by & vote of two-thirds of
each house of the Legislature; provided,
that all properties nsad or employed in
the manufactare of the cotton staple in
this State. as well a8 all such that may
bie hereafter be invested therein, shall
be and is hereby exempted from the
payment of all taxea whatsover fora
period of fifteen yeara from and after
Jan, L 1604; wlso all cotton puorchased
for manufacture gnd that is manufact-
ured in this State and the manuofac-
tured product so long as held for whole-
sale by the manufacture, provided
farther that-the exemption above given
ghall be ipso facti forfeited whenever
any guch mauufactarer of cotton shall

trade.”
