Eckhardt cashier of the First Nation-
al Bank of Taylor The suggestion was
made that two receiversbe appointed
and the judge stated he would take It
under advisement until Wednesday

In granting the application of the
state the court delivered himself of-

a severe arraignment of the alleged
business methods of the WatersPierce
Oil company He said that the state
had recovered a judgment for violation
of the antitrust law and that defend
ant had the right to appeal pending
which under the law there were no
grounds for the appointment of a
ceiver because of the mere rendition of
judgment but that he was Informed
of all the circumstances and that the
defendant from its inception to the
present time had no intention to obey
the law but on the contrary its lead-

ing counsel J J Johnson had stated
openly that it expected to continue in
business employing the same instru
mentalities which the jury had found
to be in violation of the law there
fore the court vould place tnese meth
ods and Instiumentahtles in the hands
of a receiver

The defense made argument against
the a> o3ntaiont of a receiver and
when tiro srts rose to replvthe court
lndlotd It t<ouM be a mere waste of-

tlmfe bb he had arrived at a conclu
sion in the matter
