larger companies will withdrew from
Texas on July 11, Some of them hava
already transferrod their records to
pointa outside the state. and have re
moved their effice fixtures and sub-
let their offices.

The cause for this nction is the pro-
fessed Inabllity of the compunies to
comply with what {8 known as the
Robertson bill, passed at the Inst ses
slon of the legialature, woich will go
Into effect July 12, Thiz bill requires

fes doing busk in Texns to
depoeit 76 per cent of the reserves
on Texas busal in state depos!

soldlers of the Twenty-fifth hattallon
did the shooling.

Mr. Foraker says: “The testimony
given by the soldlers in thelr own be-
half is not, in my opinion, shaken by
the testimony given by the cltizens of
Brownsville, That testimony, in the
first place, is but & repetition of what
wasg first taken by the cltizens com-
mittes and afterwards more elaborate-
Iy retaken by Mr. Purdy.
