Qol, Keene did not participate in
the civil war, but for many years
he has baen an honbrary member
of Cump Dick Taylor, United Con-
federate Veterans, at Jefferson, and
the funersl will be under the ang
pioes of that eamp.

!mcr clearly understand the Iaw gov-
erning snbeeriptions. The decisions of
the United States Court are:

1. Bubsecribers who do not express
notice to the contrary are considered as
wishing to renew their subscriptions.

2. If subscribers order thediscontin-
oance of their perodical the publisher
may continue to send them until all
arreages are paid.

5. If subscribers peglect or refnse to
taka their perodicals from the postofiice
to which they mre mddressed, they are
respongible unt | they haye settled their
bills and ordered them diseontinued.
4. 1f subscribers move to other places
without informing the publisher and
the paper is sent to the former adidress,
they ars held responsible.

5. The courts have decided that re-
fusing to take nerodicals from the office
or removing and leaving them uneslled
for, is primu facia evidence of frand-

6. If gubscribers pay in advance
they ara bound to give notice at the
enid of the time, if they do not wish to
continue taking it, otherwise the pub-
lieher is suthorizes to send 1t, and the
subscriber will bo responasible until ex-
pressnotice, with payment of all ar-
rearagea, is sent in to the pnblisher.
The Jatest poptal lawa are such that
newspaper publishers can arrest any-
one for frand who ta'ies o paper and re-
fases to pay for it. Under the law tha
man who wllows his subscription to run
along for som# time unpaid, and orders
it marked "refused" and haves post-
card sent notifyiog the publisher, leaves
himeell liableto arrest and fined the
game os theft.
