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In the Tyler Lynching Case—Three
Granted Bond and Six Held
Without Benefit of Bail.

Tyler, Texas, May 13.—When Capt.
Rogers and his state rangers appear-
ed outside the court room with their
prisoners, following the decision ol
Digtrict Judege Simpson to remand
to jril without bail six of those ac-
cused of complicity in the lynching of
the negro on May 1, he was greeted
by a considerable crowd, which jeer-
ed 4t the party, bubt revolvers were
promptly drawn and the men taken
in safety to the Smith county jail.
Later a large crowd congregated in
the wvicinity of the jail, and It became
neccessary to fire two shots into the
air to warn them away. The author-
ities believe that this crowd congre-
gated through simple curiosity. but it
was thought best to disperze it. To
night groups of men were seen in the
streets discussing the ease, bnt no
trouble iz anticlpated.

In his remarks previous to making
the decision Judge Stmpson, who was
gitting as a magistrate, roundly
scored violations of the law on the
gpecifie character of lynching and de-
clered that so long as he was on the
bench he would do all in his power to
bring to .juslice the perpetrators .of
Buch deeds.

Of those who had been detained in
connection with the lynching, R. E.
Bryan and Andry Campbell were dis-
charged. Lewis Adams, Ross Ford
and Horace Turner were granted buil
in the sum of $5.000 each, which they
made.  They have been
Those held 1o the grand jury without
bail are: H. F. Lindley, Joe Matle.

buttal testimony, which, together with
the argnment, was concluded shortly
after ¢ o'clock. The only testimony
of interest of the state In rebuttal was
that of County Attorney Roy Butler,
who was in the' jail at the time the
first entrance was made and who re-
mained there and near by until the
negro was finally led away to the
pourt house to be hanged. Mr. But-
ler testified that he watched the
crowd with the view of ascertaining
the identity of the participants in the
Iynehing.

Arguments were made by N. Al
Jentry and W. L. Dean of Huntsville,
supplemented by a few remarks from
Cone Johnson in behalf of the defeni-
anits, The state, through the disirict
attorney, J. H. Beavers, presented the
views of the prosecution.

Hon. W. R. Simpson, judge of this
distriet, then made a few preliminary
remarks before ending his order, stat-
ing in substance that he wounld “glad-
Iy make any sacrifice if it would re-
ciall the flagrant and wunecalled for vio-
lation of the law in Tyler on May 1,
when the law was trampled upon and
brought into disrepute by the very
elass of people who need the law lor
the protection of their wives and prop-
erty more than any other class.

If the administration of the law In
Smith connty does not suit the weal
thy they can go to other places, but
when yon and 1 disregard the law and
bring it inte disrepute we do an irre-
parable injury to ourselyes and our
posterity, and 1 give notice now (hat
any crowd whieh by mob violence
overrides the law while T am judee of
this district may expect me to do my
whole doty in seeing that theéy are
brought to justice, 1 am satisfied
that men were implicated in this un-
fortunate affair besides those men ar-
raigned here and it is to be regretted
that all alike could nol have been
brought to justice,”

Without comment upon the evi-
dence Judge Simpson ordered R. E.
Bryan and Audrey Campbell dischare-
ed, and that Lewls Adams, Ross Ford
and Horace Turner be granted ball in
the sum of $5,000 each, and that H,
F. Lindley, Joe Mattesota, Lewis Fran-
cig, Horace Austin, Birdo Pyron and
Henry Hoybrook be remanded to jail
withont ball to await the action of
the next term of the distriet court of
Smith eounty, which convenes on July
21 pext.

Immediately upon adjonrnment of
court Sherlff Smith, with Capt. Rog-
ers and his rangers, took charge of
the nine prisoners and marched them
to jail. Those who were allowed bail
promptly made bond and have been
released. Soon after the prisoners
had been earried to jail a crowd of
several hundred people congregaled
abount the jail and it required two
shots from the rangers to digperse
them. When the rangers broaght the
defendants out of the court room they
were confronted by a large crowd on
the sidewalk and Capt. Rogers of the
state rangers was forced to elear the
walks with drawn revolvers. There
was some little jeering, but the rang-
ers acted as ecoolly as boys at play
Defendant H. F. Lindley has been
attending college here and is  from
Hunisville.

DUE TO PREVENTIVE MEDICINE

Life of Human Beings Prolonged and
the Ravages of Infectious Dis-
eases Checkead.

—_—

During the last 50 vears preventive
medicine has done far more to allevi-
ate suffering and to prolong life than
the average man s aware. It Is estl-
mated that during the seventeenth
and eighteenth centuries the death
rate thronghout the clvilized world
ranged from 50 to perhaps 80 per
1,000, Ta<ley in London, Berlin and
New York the average lies between
1T and 19 This great decrense In
yearly mortality is due principally to
protection from infectious diseases
now afforded to children during the
first five vears of lfe, In New York
city there has been a reduction since
1873 of over §0 per cent. in the death
rate of the [nfantile portion of the
population, It js obyious that the
prohable lifetime hasinereased coinel-
dently with the prevention of diseases
to which children of tender years are
eapecially susceptible. Dr. Hermann
M. Biggs of the New York city health
department has estimated that “the
expectation of life at birth in this city
fn 1866 was only a little more than
25 years, while In 1903, calenlated on
the death rate for that year, it had
almost doubled, and equaled about
forty-two years.” Such statisties as
these are certainly striking commen-
tarles on the advance and trinmph
of medical research; for it is true be-
vond eavil that this progress has been
dependent primarily opon the knowl-
edge gained in the Inboratories, the
harvest of persistent Investigation.—
Dr. John C. Torrey, in Harper's.

JOKE AS BASIS OF LAWSUIT.

Interesting Case That ls Said to Be
on Record in Chinese Legal
Annals,

of compensation for the death of a
relative iy recorded In Chinese law
books. _ A certain Wu, was set on by
robbers, and his head nearly severed
from his bodv.
