There are newspapers controlled

by people outside of the editorial
rooms and a good many of them
mores the pity but the people exer-

cising

asa Sen who pay their moneyToFaS
vertislng space The newspapers
which are established for political
purposes are often controlled by
chronic officeseekers whose first con
cern is their own interests There are
newspapers controlled by great corpo¬

rations and the voice of such news-
papers

¬

is always raised in protest
against any genuine reform

The average western newspaper
usually is controlled by its owner
and he is supposed to be in duty
bound to make all sorts of sacrifices
at all sorts of times there are peo-
ple

¬

who consider it his duty to insult
his advertisers just to show he is
free and independent If he shows a
decent respect for his patrons who
pay him their money and make it pos-
sible

¬

for him to carry on his business
he is subsidized or controlled
The newspaper owner is a business-
man like the dry goods man or the
grocer The merchants are expected
to have consideration for their cus-
tomers

¬

and they are not supposed to-

be subsidized hy the man who spends
five dollars with them but the pub
