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T'he finest body of timber in New
Mexico lies in the Zuni mountaine
Valeneia Co.  The Mitehell Bros.,
wealthy lumbermen from Michigan
purchased fifty square miles, alter-
nate sections from the A. P. R R
Co,, at a cost of £0625,000, They
have formed the town of Mitchell,
which the railroad runs through,
and erected a saw mill at that
place which éulg up 75,000 feet of
lumber daily, and propose adding
at once fo the present plnt, ma-
chinery with a capacity of turning
out 125,000 feet miore peor day.
Every detail about the mill is con-
ducted with exeellent system and
simplicity. Branch linea bave
been surveved in every direction
throogh t%'5 valuable tract of tim-
ber, and two are already in opern-
tion which convey the logs ton
Inrge reservoir adjoining the mill,
into which they are rolled [rom
the flat ears down an incline. One
man only, is required to steer the
logs to an endless belt which car-
ries them to the table.

The waste slabs and saw dust
drop into cars stationed below on
the ground floor; and are at present
hauled off and utilized for build-
ing an embankment for the res-
ervoir. Their orders for Inniber
of all dimensions are of sncli mag-
pitude that logs varying from a
fow inches to a few fect in diam-
eter are converted into lumber and
consequently there is no waste,

The concern gives employment
to a large number of workmen and
the town of Mitchell is rapidly
building up.

Large areas of timber of heavy
growth, lyiog outside of the rail-
way limits, with veins of coal from
three to eleven feet in thickness,
offer inducements for capitalists
to tap that section of the country
with a railroad from Silver City.
Bavley, oats and Irish potatoes
grow to perfection in the valleys.
It is admirably adapted for sheep
raising, aml nomadic bunches of
of from 2,000 to 4,000 are met with
everywhere, The water supply is
obtrined from living springs which
are numerons, and from artificial

The Campalgn.

Only one week yet remnins of
the campaign of 1892, Never has
a campaign been fought with less
demonstration or with less appar-
ent activity than the present one,
Indications of general apathy are
on every hand.

The surface of the political sea
gives no indication of what is going
on below. The uational canvass
is going on quietly but it is safe to
say that never beforo in the his-
tory of this country has there been
more real earnest work doue than
has been and 18 being done in this
contest. The republicans, weeks
ago, gave up all hope of breaking
the solid south and no well inform-
ed republican has the remotest
idea that his party will carry either
New Jersey or Connecticut. The
fight will be in New York and
Indiana with the latter state al-
most sure to go demoecrafic. The
battle will be in New York and the
conditions there are all favorable
for a decisive domocratic victory
next Tuesday. The registration
in the demooratic cities in the
state is moch heavier than it has
ever boen before and the leaders
in both parties agree that of the
increase in these cities the domo-
crata will get two votes to the re-
publicans one as this is about the
ratio of strength of the two parties
in those cities. There are few re-
publican cities in the state and
the gain in these is not so large
a8 in the democratic cities,

In addition to the inoresse in
the democratic vote there isno
hope of demoeratic defection lin-
gering in the breata of republicans.
Tammany is out unequivocally for
Cleveland and the Tammany ticket
in the city is the strougest which
has been nominated in New York
for years. No farther proof of
this is needed than the faot that
the ticket was endorsed in iws en-
tirety by the New York democracy.
The county demociats put another
ticket in the field but this will not
jeopardize the prospects of elect-
ing the entire Tammany ticket so,
therefore, there will be no incen-
tive for Tammany to oppose Cleve-
land.
