It 18 poarcely ten yenrs sinece organiza:
tion was tried by Industrial women, and
an obaerver epitomizes the rosult in
thise words: "Organizdtion has in the |
first place compelled tha recogriition nf'l
femaale workers as competitors by the
males, who previously nsorped the Gelds
into which women bave since venturel
and micoeaded; organization has dewon-
wirated the eapabilitios of woman more
thon individesl werit could lave ever
done; it has rendered womon indeponid-
it of the inlluences of men fu the ad
Justwment of labor and social difflenlties
and in the matter of eompensation,”

Taking this view of the matter, which, |
it may be expliined; is advanced by ul
Winconsis lady who s mueh interested
in the subject, it would seem that or
ganization has not only done much te
promote the advancement of women,
but has in addition opened up a broad
field for discussion as to the claims of
waomaen for 1ecognition in other than ao
industrial sense, Our ecorrespondent
wrgues that “n woman who, in the face
of the strong opposition of mon angnged
in similar industricl pursnits, smeceeds
in elovating hersel! by her own ellorts
to an equal plave with them, is certain.
Iy entitled to consideration ss u factot
in both the pociil cud oficial spheras ol
life."

The argument is so logical and patent
to the student of the social and indoe
trinl status of women that it needs no
comment. The assamption, however,
that men oppose the progress of women
and in auy way soek to retard their ad
vancement and restrict their capacity
a8 competitors Is nongenerouns and, In o
largo measure, will do much Lo tnspire
prejudice in men against women, Thy
facts all tend the other way,

Men are not only not opposed to wom:
en as follow workers, but would, if en-
couraged, do wore to assist women in
their struggle for supremacy than any
other influenco could possibly do. The
developments of the agitation in the
past few yoars have ehown this, Work-
ing women have sppealed to the national
congresa and to the Tegisintive bodies ol
several states for recognition and have
whtained it, purely throngh the assist.
ance af men who realized the justice ol
the demands, Without the assistance
of Lhese men the recoguition eculd never
Lave been secured.

Farther than this, women have found,
when seeking to obtain the guestionable
benelits of organization schleved by
men, that they had ounly to be sincers e I
secuore the same. 1f men are once satis
fied that female workers are sincers in[
their efforts to secure lndependonce, ol
nre willing 1o render all social proposi.
tions sulmervient lo the purpose, womoen |
will have no canse for accrediting an
tipathy o mwm, but on the other hand
will precipitato tho millenpiom of theit
ambitions much sooner thun by \\'ur!.l|=|;|
alone, i

The nataral conclusion to be doducted
from these conditions is, That women
sha!l combing their own (a8 vet disor
ganizad and incowmplete) interests with
those of men. Organization nuder sueh
cirenmstances will oltain for & woman
what she wants. Men are to be made
frisnds, not enomies. To olitain recog
nition from their pdmirably organized
gystems of industrial pursuits is ae
much of & trinmph for working women
as they will ever secure. This can be
done by working with them, not against
theimn.—A Club Woman lo Jenness Mil- |
ler Hlastrated.
