A. E. Howell, One of Socorro's Moest
Honorved Citizens, Loses Wis Life
by a Trivial Accldent.

Mr, Howell isdead. Such was
the dnnouncement that Sunday
morning caused sincere and deep
sorrow  throughout the city.

Every voice was hushed and every |

countenance was sad, for Mr.

Howell was respected and estecm- |

ed to an extraordinary degree.

The cause of Mr. Howell's
death was remarkable.
day morning, February 16, he
scratched the base of his right
thumb on a metallic ornament of
stove, The wound scarcely
broke the skin and he thought
nothing of it. At night the
whole hand and arm became very
painful. Blood poisosing de-
veloped. Mr. Howell's condition
grew steadily worse in spite of
all that medical skill could do for
him and on Sunday morning at
about half past five his spirit
took its flight.

The funeral was arranged for
Tuesday afternoon but owing to
the delayed arrival of Mr. How-
ell's brother, M. D. Howell of
Dardanelle, Arkansas, it was de-
ferred until Wednesday. Socorro
has nol had so largely attended a
funeral for years. The funeral
and burial services were those of
the Masonic fraternity, of which
deceased was an honored member,
There were religious services also
at the residence, conducted by
Rev. Chas. F. Taylor, who de-
livered an earnest and impressive
tribute to the life and character
of the dead. The service at the
grave was impressively conduct-
ed by Past Master H. M. Dough-
erty.

Alfred English Howell was
born at Dardanelle, Ark., April
5, 1850, In 1874 he was united
in marriage to Miss Phoebe Ben-
nett of Louisburg, Ark. The
family came to Socorro in 1888,
During the fifteen years of his
residence in the city Mr. Howell
wasengaged in the drug business,
He was elected Mayor of the cit'r
in 1898 and was atone time presi-
dent of the city’s board of educa-
tion. His administration of the
affairs of both offices was eminent-
Iy creaitable. |

Mr. Howell was a man of ex-
cellent character. His [family
ties were strong and he did his
outward duties fearlossly. He
was frank, bonest, and sincere.
He was highly respected and
esteemed by all while living and
is gricvously mourned by all
when dead., Death can boast no
victory over such an man., Blessed
be his memory.
