The Spiess anti-gambling bill
passed both houses of the' terri-
torial legislature and was signed
by the governor Thursday. he
new law does not go into effect,
however, until January 1, 1908,
This provision was incorporated
in the law for the reason that
many of the game keepers had
already paid their licenses for
the vear 1907 and had also ex-
pended considerable sums of
money for furniture and equip-
ment, The sentiment against
gambling has been gaining
strength rapidly in New Mexico
of late and the action of the ter-
ritorial legisiature in passing the
Spiess bill will be a source of
great satisfaction to a majority
of the people of the territory.
