STRONG ANTI-USURY
LAW IS ENACTFD

Grady County Members in Both Youses

At last night's

session the anttusury
bifl and the registration bill wore fin-
ully passed. The usury law, which ls
regarded as a strong one, racelyed the
voles of the Grady county menrhera
in both the house and senate,
Anti-Usury Act.

ure of the holdar of the usurious con-
truel to accept such tender within 2
hours operntis ns a sallsthction and
cancellntion of ihe entire debt. The
section' further provides that in céise
1o lender 1s made and suit is brought
the debtor may go into court and de-
posit the amount of money actually
borrowed, less double the amount of
