heaviest cattle feeder in the world The
number of cattlo purchased was SOO for
which an average price of 21 a head was
paid aggregating J0o000 This sum has
not been paid but will be as soon ns the
stock is delivered at Mr Rankins farm of
20000 acres near Tarkio

Every stock man in the West is familiar
with Dave Rankin Ho has been a stock
grower for thirty five years and in that
timo he has marketed almost one half
million cattle His farm Is well adapted to
stock feeding and is what money and moro
than twenty five ears of diligent work has
made it It is a poor season when Mr
Rankin does not market at least ten
thousand head of cattle and he most gen-
erally

has from twelve thousand to fifteen
thousand head to sell every car

All of the cattlo purchased yesterday
came from Texas a great part of them from
the Panhandle and are of the J A brand
About half of tho number are two- - ear olds
and the remainder are three and

Mr Rankin will feed the stock pur-
chased

¬

yesterday ono year before putting
them on the market This number does
not represent ths number he is feeding by
about 50 per cnt When he does get ready
to market the lot bought cstcrday ho will
receive from SO to 50 per cent more than
what hs paid for them which Is a big
per cent profit on the amount expended in
feeding and preparing them for market

Th ra are numerous big cattle feeders in
Wyoming and Montana in fact there aro
few stock growers in that section of the

rule while bueher stock is sold singlv
or in small lots entailing a large amount
of labor and ct the Texan pas the
same commission as his Eastern neighbor

ARKANSAS LANDS

Litlgatton Imminent that tVill Involvo th
TitlM to 278000 Acre

Little Rock Ante March 2S One ol
the most important bills introduced at tho
present session of the general assembly
was before the house to day it having al-

ready
¬

passed the senate It involves
27S00O acres of the so called swamp land
and if it becomes a law will involve the
Iron Mountain and the Little Rock and
Memphis roads in costly litigation Tha
land has been patented to tho railroids
but the state supreme court decided re-
cently

¬

that the lands belonged to the stats
under the swamp land act of congress
Scntember 2 KM Tho lands have beon
sold to piivate individuals by thu railroads
and now this bill authorizes tho sale by tha
state of these lands to the present holder
at 12 cents an acre Those who perfect
their titles by the payment of 12 cents
will be entitled to recover tho amounts
paid to the railroads which aggregate
nearlv 51WIM a
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
