On March 23 1S91 when Mrs Ella
Blaclrmans bodj was disinterred I was
ono among the first to inspect the remains
I saw nothing substantiating the idea of
her having been buried alive as stated in
your valuablo paper of Thursday- - Majr
14 Tho body was found ljing on tho
back with arms folded and hands resting
on the breast A thin cloth was spread
over the face and every article of dress
was in its pioper position showing in
every respect to have remained just as
it hail been placed bj the kind and sym-
pathizing

hands of relatives and friends
w hen the body was placed in the coffin
There was not tho slightest evidence that
a single muscle had been called into mo-
tion

Tho presence of a four months fcetus in
the coffin if considered a mystery is to
my mind solved In a moro plausible man ¬

ner by attributing its partial expulsion
from its hom in utero by tho violent
muscular contraction which is said to
havo immediately pi eceded her death it
remaining in tho vaginal passages until
chemical changes had taken place sufficient
to accumulate gasses in the abdominal
